POST MEETING MINUTES
July 21, 2011

A regular meeting of the Louisiana POST Council was held Thursday, July 21, 2011, at the Hilton Downtown Capitol Center in Baton Rouge, Louisiana.  Sheriff Jeff Wiley, Chairman, called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chief Grimes made a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting.  Chief Stout seconded the motion and the motion passed.  

CONSENT AGENDA

Ms. Taylor presented all the items on the Consent Agenda to the Council.

The Firearms Instructor Status request for Major Samuel Moody (St. John Parish Sheriff’s Office) was recommended for approval.  The Certification Extension Request for Officer Edward Guidry (Brusly Police Dept.) was recommended for approval.  The Academy Evaluations for Calcasieu Parish Sheriff’s Office Regional Training Academy, Gretna Police Dept. Academy, Kenner Police Dept. Training Academy, Shreveport Regional Training Academy, St. Charles Parish Sheriff’s Office Training Academy, and St. Martin Parish Sheriff’s Office Training Academy were recommended for approval.  The Academy Facility Inspection for Gretna Police Dept. Academy Westwego Facility was recommended for approval.  After some discussion, Chief Grimes made a motion to approve all items on the Consent Agenda.  Chief Guin seconded the motion and the motion passed.
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OLD BUSINESS

In-Service Training Program Update

Mr. Wertz informed the Council the POST Staff is developing the needed information/curriculum for up to six (6) modules for the online In-Service Training.  The first four (4) modules will cost approximately $29,000.00.  The topic areas being researched/developed include Domestic Violence (information from Tracy Dahmer, LA Attorney General’s Office), Use of Force (information from Capt. Kenny Sanders, Caddo Parish Sheriff’s Office), and Elder Abuse.  Sheriff Wiley requested that Mr. Wertz email the information to the Council members for review before the next Council meeting.  No action taken at this time.

NEW BUSINESS

POST Basic Training Waiver Request – Patrick Dean Freeman (by Chief Stephen Rogers, Ruston Police Dept.)

Ms. Taylor presented the waiver request to the Council members.  POST Staff recommended the waiver request be denied based on Mr. Freeman having less than one (1) year of law enforcement experience.  After some discussion, Chief Grimes made a motion to deny the waiver request.  Mr. Thompson seconded the motion and the motion passed.

OTHER BUSINESS

Ms. Taylor informed the Council of an issue with the 07/01/2011 implementation of the Annual Firearms Requalification policy change from 18-months to 13-months; numerous agencies’ training schedules were affected by the Mississippi River flood in May/June of this year.  Ms. Taylor requested the Council delay implementation of this policy change until 01/01/2012, with the prior policy remaining in place, and no additional delays/waivers being considered after the delayed implementation date.  After some discussion, Col. Dempsey made a motion to approve Ms. Taylor’s request.  Chief Stout seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Sheriff Wiley made a call for any other business, and none was heard.

Chief Grimes made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion and the motion passed.
