OLD BUSINESS

In-Service Training Program Update

Mr. Wertz updated the Council members on the online training modules that are completed and in production.  Chief Leger and Mr. Downing presented a report from the In-Service Training Committee.  The committee recommended the following requirements to be implemented on 01/01/2014: 20 total training hours required per calendar year (8 hours of Firearms, 4 hours of Defensive Tactics, 4 hours of Legal Updates, and 6 hours of Electives).  The requirements will apply to all Level 1 (POST Basic Peace Officer) and Level 2 (POST Basic Correctional Peace Officer) certified officers, excluding any elected or appointed head of a law enforcement agency.  The committee also recommended the following penalties for officers who do not achieve the required in-service hours: Any officer who does not complete the required hours by the end of each calendar year will be placed on 90-day probation, during which time they must complete the required hours. If the required hours are not completed in the 90-day period, the officer’s POST certification will become invalid, and a POST Refresher course (at a POST Accredited Academy) would be required.  Sheriff Prator made a motion to accept the recommendations of the In-Service Training Committee.  After some discussion, Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.
Mr. Wertz also requested that as of 07/01/2013, all POST Basic and Basic Correctional Peace Officer cadets be required to register in the online Learning Management System before the POST Certification Exam is administered.  Sheriff Prator made a motion to approve the request.  After some discussion, Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.
POST Basic Curriculum – Active Shooter (proposed)

Sheriff Prator made a motion to refer the proposal to the Louisiana Academy Directors Association for review and final recommendation.  After some discussion, Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.
NEW BUSINESS

POST/FBI Law Enforcement Instructor School (LEIS) Waiver Request – ADA Darwin Miller and ADA Mark Dumaine (DA Hillar C. Moore, III – 19th JDC)

Ms. Taylor recommended the approval of the waiver request for ADA Darwin Miller and ADA Mark Dumaine to attend the POST/FBI LEIS.  After some discussion, Mr. Brown made a motion to approve the waiver request.  Mr. Lemoine seconded the motion and the motion passed.
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POST Corrections Instructor Waiver Request – Deputy Rodney Navarro (Sheriff Marlin Gusman – Orleans Parish SO)

Ms. Taylor recommended the approval of the waiver request for Deputy Rodney Navarro to remain an active POST Corrections Instructor as a Reserve Deputy.  After some discussion, Sheriff Prator made a motion to approve the waiver request and to allow the POST Staff to approve future waiver requests for POST Corrections Instructor status.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.
Out-of-State Transfer Waiver Request – Chief Robert L. Spinks – McNeese University Police Dept.

Ms. Taylor recommended the approval of the waiver request for Chief Robert L. Spinks to attend the POST Basic Refresher Course.  After some discussion, Mr. Watson made a motion to approve the waiver request.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.
