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OLD BUSINESS

In-Service Training Program Update

Mr. Wertz introduced the proposed In-Service Training Guidelines as a working draft that will be presented for final recommendation at the November POST Council Meeting.  Mr. Wertz informed the Council members of four upcoming Training Coordinator trainings.  
Mr. Wertz requested to add “Grandfathered Officers” be added to list of peace officers who are required to complete annual In-Service Training hours.  After some discussion, Sheriff Wiley made a motion to approve the request.  Capt. Williams seconded the motion and the motion passed.
POST Basic Curriculum – Active Shooter (proposed)

Ms. Taylor requested the Council approve an implementation date of 01/01/2014 for Active Shooter curriculum to be required as part of the POST Basic Curriculum.  After some discussion, Sheriff Wiley made a motion to approve the request.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.
NEW BUSINESS

Request to Approve Training Vendors

Ms. Taylor submitted a request for outside vendors be approved as providers of POST In-Service Training hours. The list included IPTM, FLETC, GSRCPI, Triple Canopy, and PATC.  After some discussion, Sheriff Wiley made a motion to deny approval of any outside vendors, and to allow each law enforcement agency head to approve vendors for their individual departments.  Mr. Thompson seconded the motion and the motion passed.

OTHER BUSINESS

Sheriff Prator informed the Council members of the need for POST Curriculum consistency.  Sheriff Prator also informed the Council members and guests in attendance of the possibility the POST/FBI Instructor Development Course may not be available much longer, and the idea of changing to a different course/model.
Ms. Taylor invited all Council members to attend the six upcoming sessions of the 2013 POST Firearms Instructor Retrainers.

Sheriff Prator made a call for any other business, and none was heard.

Sheriff Wiley made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Lemoine seconded the motion and the motion passed.
