POST MEETING MINUTES
September 13, 2012

A regular meeting of the Louisiana POST Council was held Thursday, September 13, 2012, at the Hilton Baton Rouge Capitol Center in Baton Rouge, Louisiana.  Sheriff Jeff Wiley, Chairman, called the meeting to order.

ROLL CALL

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Sheriff Prator made a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting.  After some discussion, Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.  

CONSENT AGENDA

There were no items on the Consent Agenda.
OLD BUSINESS

In-Service Training Program Update

Mr. Wertz presented an update of the In-Service Training Program.  Mr. Wertz informed the Council members that after “pilot testing” at DeRidder Police Dept. and Scott Police Dept., the online database is being changed 
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to collect user information directly from each agency.  Mr. Wertz also informed the Council members of three (3) online training modules that are currently in development: “Patrol Response to Illegal Immigrants” and two modules on “Elderly Services”.  Mr. Wertz also informed the Council members that the “Use of Force” online training modules have been submitted to the Louisiana Sheriff Association, the Louisiana Chiefs of Police Association, and the Louisiana District Attorneys Association for legal review and feedback.  No action necessary at this time.

NEW BUSINESS

POST Basic Curriculum Updates

Ms. Taylor presented the updated lesson plans for the POST Basic Curriculum (Legal Aspects block, “Domestic Violence”, and “Sex Crimes”) and recommended they be approved.  After some discussion, Sheriff Prator made a motion to approve the updates.  Chief Leger seconded the motion and the motion passed. 

POST Corrections Curriculum Updates

Ms. Taylor presented the updated lesson plan for the POST Corrections Curriculum (Louisiana Criminal Code and Procedure) and recommended it be approved.  After some discussion, Mr. Watson made a motion to approve the update.  Chief Leger seconded the motion and the motion passed.

POST Basic Patrol Rifle Curriculum Presentation

Ms. Taylor presented the completed POST Basic Patrol Rifle Curriculum/Course and recommended it be approved for dissemination at the 2012 POST Firearms Instructor Retrainers.  After some discussion, Chief Leger made a motion to approve the curriculum/course.  Major Staton seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Out-of-State Waiver Request (Chief Michael David Storr – Grambling State University Police Dept.)

Ms. Taylor presented Chief Storr’s request to waive the minimum number of training hours required to transfer an out-of-state POST certification to Louisiana based on the transcript of training submitted.  After some discussion, Sheriff Prator made a motion to approve the waiver request.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion and the motion passed.

OTHER BUSINESS

Sheriff Wiley introduced Sheriff Bob Buckley (Union Parish SO) to discuss the North Delta Regional Training Academy.  Sheriff Buckley informed the Council members the University of Louisiana at Monroe no longer wishes to be the host for the North Delta Academy, and Delta Community College would like to become the host for the academy.  Sheriff Buckley introduced Mr. William Lum Farr as the new academy director.  Mr. Farr briefed the Council members on the facility and the intentions of Delta Community College to become the host for the North Delta Regional Training Academy.  Sheriff Wiley informed Sheriff Buckley and Mr. Farr that a letter 
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of intent must be sent to POST Staff from the Chancellor of Delta Community College prior to the beginning of the accreditation process.  No action taken at this time.

Sheriff Wiley and Sheriff Prator requested that Council members begin to discuss policies to control the number of POST accredited academies in the state.  After some discussion, Sheriff Wiley made a motion to appoint a committee who will write possible policies - this committee will consist of the following members: Sheriff Prator (Committee Chairman), Chief Leger, and Major Kerry Najolia (President of Louisiana Academy Directors Association).  Mr. Watson seconded the motion, and the motion passed.

Sheriff Wiley made a call for any other business, and none was heard.

Sheriff Prator made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Watson seconded the motion and the motion passed.
