CALL TO ORDER AND INTRODUCTIONS

OLD BUSINESS

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:

The council took a few moments to review the 2015 October minutes and the 2016 April minutes. The 2015 October minutes were approved and the 2016 April minutes were approved with amendments by the council without any opposition or abstentions. 
NEW BUSINESS

Executive Director Report: Juanita Washington
Executive Director Juanita Washington let members know there are currently vacancies and pending applications, and she spoke with Mark Thomas about the vacancies as well. Juanita informed the members she attended the Governor’s Advisory Council for Disability Affairs (GACDA), and participated in GACDA’s Education Sub-committee. She let members know as well that the SICC website is currently in progress. She further noted that she was appointed as the chair of the Council on Grandparent Raising Grandchildren.

Lead Agency Report: Brenda Sharp

Brenda Sharp informed us after they submitted the phase II Evaluation plan to OSEP in April we received feedback telling us that our Phase II plan was accepted and they appreciated the priority given to involving stakeholders in developing the plan. They also asked where next steps are, but if one reads the plan it is in there. We were also told that additional resources for their expectations for Phase III, Year 1 will be forthcoming. As far as the APR activities, we have received our annual determination from OSEP. 
The determination is our grade on our performance based on the data we submitted in February for the 2014-2015 reporting year. We have received Needs Assistance for the second year. As a result of being Needs Assistance for two years, we are required to participate in Technical Assistance activities and report in our 2017 APR on how we used information to support performance improvement. In October there will be a new performance “designation” given to us based on OSEP’s new accountability process. Brenda will provide more info of this system at the October meeting. 
Brenda informed us that the Early Childhood Advisory Council is meeting now, and they accepted the Inclusion workgroup recommendations regarding the increased CCAP rate for children with disabilities in publicly funded childcare. Brenda also let the council know that all LDH activity has been focused on Medicaid Expansion and the budget/special session.

Motions:

A motion to approve the executive director and LEAD Agency report was made Kaye Eichler and it was seconded by Bambi Polotzola. Motion passed with no objections.
Committee Reports:
Resource Availability Committee: Chris Cetodal

This morning we have discussed the No Provider Available Training Module that we have been working on for the past few months. We are ready to proceed with the steps that need to be taken. We have three regional coordinators that are in our Resource Availability Committee, and two of them are the ones who really helped design this module. They will take this training module and train all of the regional coordinators. The regional coordinators will then train intake and family services coordinators. They will be working on this now until the next meeting, and we will report more on this at our next meeting. We have been working on our provider survey results. We agreed this morning on the methodology for analyzing our surveys, and the data will be put on an excel spreadsheet. We will have phone conferences now until the next meeting to finalize the analysis of the data.

Outcomes Committee: Steve Ivey

The Co-chair said they reviewed their plan and submitted the data recording/analysis process to central office. They discussed embedding the DEC Recommended Practices (RPs) in our plan where- ever we have a spot for it. 
The Outcomes committee recommended having the entire workgroups meet prior to their workgroup meeting in October. Toni Ledet has agreed to present on the RPs to the workgroups. 
Professional Development Committee: Wanda Stroud

We received the draft Documentation Training module that we will send out to all of our committee members to review, and we talked about the DEC Recommended Practices. The workgroup presented their draft Professional Development Framework for the SICC for review. After discussion, the recommendation is to accept the document as a draft. A final version will be submitted when it is complete.
