PRESIDENT/CEO REPORT

Academic Studio Teacher Certification

There was a handout of the entire Academic Studio Faculty for FY 2014-2015.  Mr. Wedberg highlighted the five newest teachers.

Student Suspension Policy

There was discussion that there may be an impression that if the grievance is against the President/CEO, the complainant may not feel comfortable because the President/CEO appoints the Grievance Committee.  If the aggrieved person is not satisfied, they may go to the Board.  The Board will decide whether or not to let the aggrieved person go before the Personnel Committee.

Mr. Bruno moved to table the Grievance Committee approval in order to allow Legal Counsel to work on the procedures.  Mr. Werner seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
