CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Board President, Mr. Joseph Bruno.

ROLL CALL
The roll was taken.  There were 8 of 11 members present.  Quorum was present.
APPROVEL OF MINUTES

Mr. Randall suggested amending the minutes under the heading TNI Update to better explain the builders responsibility.  Mr. Bruno suggested the verbiage: “The developer will do the build-out and a variety of additional processes which will make the building available for NOCCA to occupy.”

Mr. Randall moved to approve the amended minutes of the November 13, 2012 meeting.  Ms. Schenk seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
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STUDENT PRESENTATION
Mr. Werner, Board members and Chair of the Media Arts Department, introduced two of his students.  Emmanuel Chastain, a senior and Level III student, presented three videos he had created.  Two of Emmanuel’s pieces were music videos and one was a documentary.  He enjoys working in audio and film.  He will continue his arts training in college.  Jac Bedrossian, a senior and Level I student, presented a video on a show she created, “NOCCA Talks.”  She interviews NOCCA students in different disciplines and uploads to the NOCCA website so that others may learn more about the NOCCA experience.  Jac, while crediting NOCCA for all she has learned behind the camera, would love to be in front of the camera.  She is doing an internship with Fox News.  She will continue her arts training in college.
ACADEMIC STUDIO UPDATE
Mr. Wedberg introduced Academic Studio member Ms. Kit Nelson.  Ms. Nelson teaches 9th grade physics.  Previously, Ms. Nelson taught at Tulane University for 14 years.  She is an Archeologist and will be doing a dig this summer in New Mexico.
Mr. Wedberg introduced Mr. Mike Wallace, Domain Partner for the Humanities.  Mr. Wallace explained that he, Mr. Kyle Wedberg, Dr. Kate Konkontis, and Dr. Spree McDonald were on a panel that was submitted and chosen to make a public presentation to the American Historical Association.
FINANCE UPDATE
Ms. Lotte Farmer informed the Board that NOCCA will not have a mid-year budget cut this fiscal year.  She explained that NOCCA was on target with spending half way through the year, as half of the budget had been expended.
STUDENT SERVICES UPDATE
Lottery:
Ms. Claudette Sislo highlighted the changes to the Academic Studio Enrollment Lottery Process which were suggested at the last Board meeting.  
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Ms. Schenk moved to accept the Academic Studio Enrollment Lottery Process as presented.  Mr. Randall suggested amending the paragraph stating that “Request for revisions (add/subtract) must be made in writing to the Admissions and Protocol Officer and reviewed by the President/CEO” be given a deadline for the response.  The deadline should be by the close of the second business day in which the eligible names will be posted.  There was discussion.

Ms. Schenk moved to approve the Academic Studio Enrollment Lottery Process with the amendment suggested by Mr. Randall.  Ms. Galloway seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.
TNI UPDATE
Ms. Sally Perry reported that 90 days was a deadline agreed to by the developer of the Habitat building and TNI to have a plan on how to close the deal.  Ms. Perry said the worst case scenario would be that the developer does not get the needed tax credits and TNI would have to buy back the building.  Ms. Perry explained that on Press Street past the Plessy site, there will be a culinary garden and a food truck.
PRESIDENT/CEO REPORT
Mr. Wedberg said that NOCCA will get more MFP money for the 2013-2014 school year, but that there will probably be a budget cut.  Mr. Randall agreed to help look into where the cut would be taken.
Mr. Wedberg highlighted the Emergency Procedure for a Lock Down (Code 1).  The plan was updated last April.  There will be a drill held to test the process, so updates can be made as needed.  The phone system in the building also doubles as a speaker system.

REMARKS/OTHER
Mr. Wedberg welcomed Ms. Catherine Morrell as proxy for Senator J. P. Morrell.
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Mr. Wedberg explained that the Big Easy Awards for Opera, Classical Music and Dance were held.  NOCCA won in the Dance category for Best Classical Dance, Best Modern/Jazz Dance, and Best Ethnic Dance.
