Mr. Arbuckle called the meeting to order.  Mr. Nash offered the Prayer and Mr. Arbuckle led the Pledge of Allegiance.  The roll was called and it was noted that all members were present; therefore, a quorum was established.

He stated that Mr. Seals had removed the septic system from the leaseback; however, staff inspected the system and there are two leaks that need attention before Mr. Seals is able to open the restaurant.  During the discussion, the Committee asked that staff continue to do follow-up inspections until all issues are resolved.  Mr. Chance stated that the follow-up inspections would be done. 

NEW BUSINESS: Item#1-Discuss request by SEITEL, Inc.:  Mr. Chance stated that the information had been circulated within the meeting packet.  He stated that the application was complete with the insurance certificate attached.  He continued that Mr. Larry LeBlanc of Cajun Exploration representing SEITEL, Inc., was present to answer any questions. Mr. Chance stated that it was the same permit application, just different areas to be tested.  Mr. Kelly moved, seconded by Mr. Vidrine to recommend to the Board to approve the request from SEITEL, Inc. for the seismographic permit for Toledo Bend Reservoir.  Motion carried unanimously.
