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CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Skains called the regular monthly Commission Meeting to order at 1:17 P.M. and gave the invocation and then led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Chairman Skains asked if there were any comments from the public or Commissioners on the Agenda and there were none.

ROLL CALL

The roll was called by Ms. Laura Edwards.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES
Chairman Skains asked for any comments from the public or Commission members about the Commission April 30, 2015 minutes and there were none.  Chairman Skains said, if there were no comments, then he would call for a motion to approve the minutes of the April 30, 2015 State Commission Meeting.  
Motion:  Mr. Guillory made a motion to approve the minutes as mailed of the April 30, 2015 State Commission Meeting.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Yerger and passed unanimously.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Chairman Skains said they would now take up Unfinished Business.
NRCS/OSWC Farm Bill Cooperative Agreement    
Chairman Skains reviewed the Farm Bill Agreement with the Commission.  He said that eight districts have earned over one-hundred percent of their allocation and requested extra funds and another six districts have earned more than ninety percent of their allocations.  He said two districts have only earned one half or less of their allocation and we are watching them closely.  He said if necessary the OSWC will redistribute any unused funds to other district with larger Farm Bill Program workloads.    
State Funding

Chairman Skains said House Bill 1 has gone to the Senate and we do not know the outcome there, but this is a good time to visit with your legislators tonight while attending the Legislative function at the Pentagon. He said to the best of his knowledge the House made no changes to the administration’s proposed funding for the Soil and Water Conservation Program.  He said we do not know what the Senate will do with the budget over the next four weeks.  He said that he hopes that the districts will be well represented at the Legislative function at the Pentagon Barracks this evening.  He asked Dr. Leonard and Mr. Dauzat if they had any comments regarding the Legislative Function.
Mr. Dauzat said the AgCenter is lead sponsor for the Rural Caucus reception this evening.  He said the legislators will probably get out of session at 4:30 PM and the event may start a little bit before 5:00PM.  He said LACD is involved and they will have a spot under the tent with a lot of cracklings for attendees to enjoy.  Mr. Yerger asked where it is being held, and Mr. Dauzat said it is outside the Pentagon Barracks and there will be a large tent set up. 
Dr. Leonard said the AgCenter appreciates the LACD and the State Commission’s interest in partnering with them to be there.  He said he believes Ag’s voice is strong when all parties are represented and as you can see from the groups listed on the flyer that much of Louisiana’s agriculture in one form or fashion will be there and be represented. He said the Louisiana Cattlemen’s Association has pulled out and will not have a representative there.  
Mr. Dauzat asked Mr. Breaux if he was able to find an LACD poster to set up on a tripod.  Mr. Breaux said they had one with all the conservation partners and LACD on it, but as far as one with only LACD, we do not have one, which is not bad as it shows the connectivity of the partners and how involved LACD is with other organizations.
District Supervisor Election – June 13, 2015 
Chairman Skains said that forty-two petitions for the supervisor June 13, 2015 election were received and that all of the petitions were checked to determine that each contained the required minimum of twenty-five signatures, and the signatures were certified by the local Registrar of Voters as being qualified voters within each nominee’s district and were postmarked by the April 30, 2015 deadline.  He said none of the districts submitted more than one nominating petition, therefore eliminating the need for any district elections.
Chairman Skains said that two districts, Bodcau and New River, did not have any nomination petitions submitted, resulting in vacancies effective July 1, 2015.  He said their board members that are up for re-election chose not to run for re-election and no other petitions were submitted to the districts by the April 30, 2015 deadline.
Chairman Skains said that the other forty-two districts have each returned one petition. He said that the State Commission has the authority to declare the forty-two nominees who had no opposition and met all qualifying requirements as duly elected supervisors.  He said that would be the forty-two districts as listed on the July 1, 2015 – June 30, 2018 district election report.
Mr. Guillory asked how the two districts would fill their vacancy. Mr. Breaux said the same way they would normally fill a vacancy; by sending a letter with the names, addresses and phone numbers of three eligible candidates, and naming the one candidate the Board preferred to be appointed into the vacant position. He said the supervisor with the expiring term could not be a candidate.  He said historically the State Commission does not like to do that as it seems to circumvent the election process, but in this case, neither supervisor submitted a petition.  Mr. Breaux said that Mr. Sherman has not responded for over a year and Mr. Lacy is simply getting off the board.

Chairman Skains said it appears we have three new supervisors: Mr. Kyle Lemoine in Avoyelles SWCD; Mr. Mark Heinen in Jefferson Davis SWCD and Mr. Grady Fletcher Bubenzer in Rapides SWCD.  He said these are the only new candidates that submitted petitions.  He said there were no other petitions submitted in these districts as their current supervisors were all getting off their district boards on June 30, 2015.
Chairman Skains said that listed below are the petitions received from the forty-two districts that had no opposition for the 2015 Supervisors Elections.  He said all petitions received are in compliance with State Commission election requirements and the term of office for the candidates listed below starts on July 1, 2015 and expires on June 30, 2018.

Chairman Skains asked for any comments from the public or Commission members regarding the above list of nominees as duly elected supervisors and there were none.  He said if there were no comments, then he would call for a motion to duly elect the qualified supervisors.

Motion:  Mr. Guillory made a motion to declare the above list of unopposed candidates duly elected district supervisors. The motion was seconded by Mr. Dauzat and passed unanimously.

Resolved, the above list of nominees, having met all qualifying requirements and are declared duly elected supervisors for the period beginning July 1, 2015 and expiring June 30, 2018.

NEW BUSINESS 
NRCS State Conservationist Report

Chairman Skains asked Mr. Britt Paul, Assistant State Conservationist, to give the NRCS report. Mr. Paul said that Mr. Norton was in Oklahoma and could not be here today as he passed out the latest Conservation Update. He said the cover story, Doing More With Less, is about a small farm operator in Bossier Parish.  He said inside the front cover are some facts about Bossier Parish; there are 472 farms with 81,300 acres; 41.7% is pastureland; 17.7% is forestlands and cattle is the number one commodity.  He said Ms. Alice Boyer is growing vegetables, fruit trees and raising chickens, turkeys and goats on her seven acre farm.  He said she has been working with NRCS and the Bodcau Soil and Water Conservation District and getting some assistance through EQIP. He said Ms. Boyer has also been installing other conservation practices since 2013.
Mr. Paul said also in the Update is an article on the International Year of Soils and their theme for the month of May is “Soils Support Buildings and Infrastructure”. He said there is an article on StrikeForce that discusses the Vietnamese communities in New Orleans.  He said also published in the Federal Register was an extensive discussion on the potential delisting of the Louisiana Black Bear as an endangered species.  He said the delisting process started last week and it will take a while for it to be completed, but because of all the work the NRCS, US Fish and Wildlife Service and SWCDs have done in restoring and connecting the Louisiana Black Bear natural habitat through WRP the black bear population has rebounded and they could come off the endangered species list.
Mr. Paul said another very important event that took place in May was the first mintage of the Kisatchie quarter as one of the America the Beautiful Quarters Program quarters.  He said annually five quarters are designed and their minting launched.  He said this year it is the Kisatchie quarter featuring a wild turkey in flight over blue stem grass and a long leaf pine in the background. He said the Kisatchie National Forest covers more than 604,000 acres in Louisiana and was the first national forest to be chosen to be represented by a quarter design.
Mr. Paul said as you know this time of the year and though out the summer, the NRCS and SWCDs are working on EQIP to fund the contracts and working on a large number of CSP applications as well.

Mr. Paul said that ended his report and asked if anyone had any questions or comments and there were none.  Mr. Skains thanked Mr. Paul for his report.
Correspondence

Chairman Skains said the first item is a police report on the break-in at the USDA office in Mansfield in early May.   He said it seems they just broke the glass in back door to get in, but the interior office doors were locked and nothing was taken.
Chairman Skains said the next two items are an email from Mr. Norton and a USDA article regarding taking the Louisiana Black Bear off the Endangered Species list.  He said the next item is another email from USDA regarding $30 Million available for food entrepreneurs and ag producers to develop new products, a program to aid beginning farmers, veteran and socially-disadvantaged farmers and ranchers.  He said the next is a news article covering Commissioner Strain’s full testimony before the U.S. Senate Committee on Small Business and Entrepreneurship examining impacts of federal labor and safety laws on small seafood operations.  He said there are several more news articles for the Commissioners to read: the Midwest’s role in the Gulf of Mexico’s dead zone; another article declaring May 18-24th Emerald Ash Borer Awareness Week in Louisiana; Commissioner Strain was the commencement speaker at UL of Monroe; and poultry producers keeping a wary eye on the new bird flu.  
Chairman Skains asked if anyone had any questions on any of these news articles.  Mr. Yerger asked if the Emerald Ash Borer only infested ash trees or if it attacked other tree species.  Dr. Leonard said there are few other tree species that it may attack but they are uncommon in Louisiana and they think it would not have the magnitude of damage in plantings as in ash; even in ash, there are certain groups that are more attractive to the beetle than others.  Mr. Yerger asked were they attacking flowering trees, like a Princess Tree.  Dr. Leonard said yes, it can and they have found larvae in Princess Trees, but there are questions as to whether it can survive to go all the way thru and reproduce again, so in the absence of ash it can find some other species to feed on.  
Chairman Skains asked if anyone else had any questions or comments and there were none.
Supervisor Resignations/Appointments and Reappointments
Chairman Skains asked Ms. Edwards to report on the supervisor resignations and appointments.  Ms. Edwards said there were no resignations this month and there were two requests for the State Commission to appoint a supervisor to a new term in office this month.

Crescent SWCD, Mr. Paul Simon appointed to fill the vacant elected position of Mr. Thomas Benge, Jr.  Term will begin May 26, 2015 and will expire on June 30, 2017.
St. Mary SWCD, Mr. Daniel Luke, reappointed to fill his vacant position. Term will begin June 11, 2015 and will expire on June 11, 2018
Chairman Skains asked for comments from the public or Commission members and there were none; he asked for a motion to approve the appointments.

Motion: Mr. Dauzat made a motion to approve the appointment of supervisor Mr. Paul Simon, elected position, Crescent SWCD and Mr. Daniel Luke, appointed position, St. Mary SWCD.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Guillory and passed unanimously.

2015 Legislation
Chairman Skains said they had spoken on HB1 earlier but asked if anyone had anything else to say regarding it. He said that he was not aware of any bill that would adversely affect the State Soil and Water Conservation Program except for possibly HB1 if the Senate would make any additional cuts to the Conservation Program.  He said we need to be visiting with our Senators to make sure they do not cut our funds.  He said this is especially true with the members of the Senate Finance Committee.  

Chairman Skains said HB123 by Representative Thibaut changes audit limits to $100,000 before a CPA is required and it looks good, although they have not heard anything on it lately.  He said Mr. Price Gay is working with Representative Thibaut to get it passed.  

Chairman Skains said SB87 by Senator Perry would remove the Ethics financial disclosure requirements for board members and commissions that do not earn or receive per diem or other compensation.  He said Dr. Ernest Girouard is working very hard with his legislators to get this passed and asked Dr. Girouard if he had any comments.  Dr. Girouard said they spent a lot of time with Senator Perry and each time he learned a lot more about districts.  Dr. Girouard said it takes a lot of visits to get them to really learn about and care about the district programs; we can only feed them little bites at a time.  Chairman Skains asked if this would apply to all boards and commissions or only for Soil and Water District Boards.  Dr. Girouard said it did not list only districts, so it seems it would be all boards and commissions that do not get compensation.  Chairman thanked Dr. Girouard for all the work you all have been doing on this bill to get it passed.
Chairman Skains said the next bill, HB167 by Representative Richard “Richie” Buford may be of interest to the Commission members.  He said this bill would allow feral hog hunting 24-hours a day on private property including during deer season. 

Chairman Skains said the next bill is SB183 by Senator Francis Thompson that would establish guidelines for using drones in the ag industry providing the FAA allows such usage.  He said this bill would allow Commissioner Strain to establish the guidelines and have drone users register with LDAF and take educational and safety courses.  He said it also allows LDAF to issue civil fines for violations.
Chairman asked Dr. Leonard if he had any comments on this bill.  Dr. Leonard said that was a bill the AgCenter put together with Senator Thompson through LDAF to help put an education program in place illustrating safety and FAA regulations and for each device/aircraft to be registered for use in agriculture.  Dr. Leonard said this does not affect any hobbyist flying in their yard or over a lake, but anyone using it in commercial agriculture, then it must be registered with LDAF and the operator has to be trained.  
Chairman Skains asked Mr. Paul if USDA was involved with drones and Mr. Paul said he was not aware of any regulations.  Chairman Skains said this is where USDA is so far behind in these new techniques of farming; we do not have anybody; we are still operating back in a different age.  
Chairman Skains asked Dr. Leonard if he has heard of any USDA regulations regarding drones.  Dr. Leonard said, no sir, but they are actually hoping to involve this technology as part of some conservation plans as a decision making tool for our farmers and it will help us to have a much better science based information network than we have had before, so again, as we can finally use these things, I think all the federal agencies are beginning to pick up this new technology.  He said at this point, FAA still does not have final guidelines in place where farmers can actually use them to make a decision.  
Chairman Skains said it is amazing that we are this far ahead and the FAA is not involved or the NRCS.  He said he remembered when four-wheelers came out; none of the DCs could have a four-wheeler and now every DC has one. He said he could see where every DC would have a drone and fly over a person’s place and do a conservation plan.  He said the DC could see so much better and get so much more data from it than your can with your own eye.  He said it is just so amazing that we are so far behind on a national level.

Mr. Breaux said coastal engineers are using drones with land loss applications. He said they are looking at the cost of using a drone rather than traditional methods for low level coastal imagery. He said some professors from a local college were recently using a drone off the bow of a boat for imagery of historical sites in coastal marshes. He said you can get imagery from nearly any angle.
Chairman Skains said Mr. Donavon Taves is familiar with drones and asked Mr. Taves if he wished to comment.  Mr. Taves said this new technology allows us to collect data from sites that are difficult to access and can provide us with so much valuable data for ag purposes.
Chairman Skains said the last bill is SB143 by Senator Fred Mills, a pharmacist, that would help doctors prescribe marijuana for medical purposes only; it could only be sold and distributed in medical form through pharmacies for certain therapeutic conditions and could not be smoked.  He said medical marijuana has been legal in Louisiana since the 1970’s but there were no guidelines for how to grow or to dispense it or how to obtain or distribute the drug. He said this bill states that the Louisiana Board of Pharmacy and the Louisiana State Board of Medical Examiners will development rules and regulations for dispensing and issuing the medical marijuana through ten pharmacies and the Louisiana Department of Agriculture and Forestry shall develop the rules and regulations regarding the one nontransferable specialty license for the production of prescribed therapeutic marijuana and the facility producing therapeutic marijuana.

Other Business  
Chairman Skains asked Dr. Leonard if he had any comments for the Commission.  Dr. Leonard said he just hoped everyone will show up for the reception this afternoon and have an opportunity to visit with our legislative delegation.  Chairman Skains said on behalf of the Commission, they wanted to thank the AgCenter and the LACD for allowing us to be a part of the function and he hoped we have a good turnout.
Chairman Skains thanked Dr. Leonard for his comments and asked if anyone else had any comments.  Mr. Dauzat said he did.  He said last month that he and others on the LACD Scholarship committee met to select the winner.  He said they had five applicants and they normally do $1,600 LACD Scholarship Awards but this year they had two really outstanding applicants, Ms. Miah Lognion from Calcasieu and Ms. Gretchen Bollich from Acadia that were too close to differentiate one better than the other, so rather than give out one $1600 scholarship, they gave out two $1,000 scholarships.  Mr. Dauzat thanked Mr. Taves and Mr. Yerger for serving on the LACD Scholarship Committee. 

Chairman Skains asked Mr. Breaux if he had any comments for the Commission. Mr. Breaux said the 2015 319 Agreement work plan is on its way for approval and they will be working in areas we normally have not worked in.  He said LaSalle SWCD will have their first 319 involvement and as long as the listed impairments do not change on the LDEQ Integrated Report, which forms the basis for ag  non-point source efforts, everything should stay on course, and we have our traditionally strong 319 districts that will still  be involved, He said the Iberia SWCD is still working on getting the Shark Island project going; He said the district’s only current concern, and it is a very large one, is which FY to allocated the funds in, 2014-15, or 2015-16.  Mr. Breaux said they were to meet on Friday and begin lining things out and plan their negotiations with the contractor.  Mr. Breaux said he had no other comments.
Chairman Skains asked Ms. Lambert and Ms. Dietz if they had any comments for the Commission and both said they did not.  
Chairman Skains reminded the Commission members and visitors of the Legislative Function at the Pentagon Barracks this evening from 5:00 PM to 8:00 PM and encouraged everyone to attend and speak to the legislators about the SWCD/OSWC budget.  Mr. Dauzat said it may start a bit earlier, at 4:30 when the session closes. Chairman Skains said it concerned him that here we have an opportunity to come to Baton Rouge to visit with our legislators like many supervisors request we do at the LACD annual and mid-year meetings and we only have a few supervisors that will attend. He said they claim they want to be a part of it and now we have an opportunity to have a function with a lot of ag related groups and most of our supervisors will not be attending. He said we just had an election where 42 supervisors went in unopposed, and we wonder where the interest is; what do we need to do to pick up the interest in our Soil and Water Conservation Program in Louisiana.  He said we need to take a serious look at how we can strengthen our program and what each of us can do to make us effective leaders of Louisiana’s Soil and Water Conservation Program.  He said he does not have a plan but he thinks we need to look how we can strengthen the local conservation district boards through the election process and appointments. He said Dr. Ernest, Mr. Compton, Mr. Dauzat and Dr. Leonard likely know this, but in a lot of states it is a big deal to get elected as a district supervisor and a lot of those elected supervisors frequently go on to be elected to higher offices such as governors.  He said in our state in many situations, it is like an afterthought.  He said he is proud to be serving and he thought everyone on the Commission was proud to be serving their district and the state.  

Mr. Guillory said it seems the Ethics Board is not helping get new persons interested in serving on boards; he said that he does not mind himself, but it has an impact.  He said he is not saying it takes too long to complete the forms or take the training, but it does have an impact on others not wanting the government in their business.
Mr. Breaux said the SSWCC worked to address this back in 2002 when NACD had just developed the Supervisor Recruitment Guide which includes supervisor job descriptions; it was mailed to all districts, and Dr. Girouard tailored one of the job descriptions to Louisiana.  He said one district even handed it out at other local public meetings such as police jury meetings, county committee meetings so when a vacancy came up on a board, prospective board members would know what was expected if anyone was interested in serving the community this way.  He said the response varied from apathy to an overwhelming interest, He said taking a board member prospectus or job descriptions to police jury meetings, county committee meetings and other public meetings can bring interest and some level of scrutiny to the district, but the boards must be ready to follow up and do everything else they are supposed to do under public view.

Chairman Skains asked Dr. Girouard if he wanted to comment. Dr. Girouard said their district has had more opportunity than anywhere in Louisiana to get more interested persons to serve on their board of supervisors.  He said in the past they had three or four wanting to run but this year even though it was advertised throughout the parishes, including being on the front page of the local newspaper, our supervisor up for re-election had no opposition. He said it does not matter what you do or do not do at the local district level, regardless of cuts, the individual districts are still going to get their allocation. 
Chairman Skains said he did not know the answer; this was just food for thought, but we need to do something different.

Mr. Dauzat said, speaking of allocation, this year is going to be a tough one, we all know that, but again as he preaches “where there is a problem, there is an opportunity”.  He said he does not care which horse you saddle for the governor’s race, but our future is going to lie in the next governor to bring our allocation back up to where it used to be so we can become more involved, more active and be more aware in the public eye what districts really do. He said whatever horse you saddle, get on him and ride hard.
Chairman Skains said any advice or suggestions you have, it starts here with the Commission, so does anyone have any ideas, please let us know so we can look at how to go forward with our conservation program.  He said it does concern him.  He said what if in every parish no one ran for police jury, or mayor, or for any board, then what kind of government would we have?
Mr. Guillory said he thought if it was an honorary position it would be way better government than what we have now. 

Chairman Skains asked if there was any other business or comments from the Commission or the public.  
Mr. Dauzat asked Mr. Taves for the date of the Area II Meeting.  Mr. Taves said the Area II Meeting will be at 10:00 AM on June 24th at Brown’s Landing in south Winnsboro.       
Mr. Compton asked Mr. Dauzat if he had an update on Charlie Dupuy.  Mr. Dauzat said that he spoke to him that morning and was told that Mr. Charlie Dupuy was recently diagnosed with cancer and was going to M.D. Anderson in Houston, Texas for tests to determine his treatment options.  Mr. Compton asked Mr. Yerger about old supervisor on his board that his local Vicksburg Oncologist told him not to waste his time going to doctors but he went to M.D. Anderson where they treated him.  Mr. Yerger said he lived at least another fifteen years and when he was well he would get out there on his tractor and was very active.  Mr. Yerger said the supervisor said when he got well enough he was going back to Vicksburg to whip that Oncologist.
Chairman Skains asked Ms. Edwards if there was anything else.  Ms. Edwards said there were ten reserved parking spots near the LDAF entrance door for board members to use. 

Chairman Skains asked for any other comments; there were none.  He said if there were not any other comments from the public or Commission then we will take up the next agenda item.  

Next meeting

Chairman Skains said the next State Commission Meeting is scheduled Tuesday, June 23, 2015 at 1:15 P.M. at 5825 Florida Boulevard, Veterans Memorial Auditorium, Baton Rouge, Louisiana.
