UELRR Advisory Committee Meeting

Meeting of May 10, 2012
MINUTES
The UELRR Advisory Committee met at the Louisiana Department of Revenue on Thursday, May 10, 2012 at ten o’clock a.m. (10:00 a.m.)
Committee Members present were: Chairman, Tim Cefalu, Secretary Cynthia Bridges, Henri Louapre and Donna Andries.  Roy Austin was absent.  
Also present were Stacy Garrett, Niles Bollinger, Sebrena Coleman, Debra Guillory(LDR) and Carrie Pena, Bobby Craig (EBRP), Rick Mekdessie (E-Gov Systems), Gregory Rupert (Jefferson) and Mark West (Ascension).
Chairman Cefalu declared the meeting duly convened at 10:06 a.m.

Board Member Donna Andries made a motion to adopt the minutes from the Advisory Committee meeting of February 9, 2012 and the motion was seconded by Secretary Bridges and the committee all agreed.  Minutes were adopted.  
The following agenda items were discussed by the committee:

1.) Current Operations/Statistics as of April 30, 2012
· The system is still operating well and is stable.  Collections to date are nearly $4 Billion with 2.2 million returns have been filed.  
· Sebrena Coleman of LDR notified the committee of 4 rate changes that will be occurring.  Donna Andries inquired if the system is aware of rate expiration.  Rick responded that the system is date driven.  
· Some rate changes are still not being reported properly to the state.  They are to be sent via certified mail to a P.O. Box addressed to Secretary Bridges.  Debra is getting some via email as well.  
2.) RFP for Enhancement – Multi Parish Interface
· Secretary Bridges suggested since there was a delay in her viewing the feature that the implementation date be delayed until October.  The development should be completed and ready for testing in September 1st.  
· Rick Mekdessie provided the committee with a document that provided screen shots of the new feature.  
· The feature provides all data entry on one (1) screen and minimizes fields for input.  A question concerning the debit/credit memo came up and how and if it could be reported.  With the current setup it was not incorporated.  Currently they would have to select to file the single jurisdiction return. Sebrena Coleman suggested looking at line 24 as an option.  After discussion, the consensus was to incorporate it into the system.  Rick will work with the locals and Stacy Garrett on a solution. 
· Chairman Cefalu inquired about being able to test the system after LDR receives and tests it. 
· There was also a discussion of having an educational tutorial developed by LDR in collaboration with E-Gov Systems.  

3.)  Uniform Paper Return
· Optional exemptions make this difficult. There are already 2 or 3 basic returns out there.  
· There is still one (1) parish out of compliance.

· Mark West mentioned amending the statute with regard to the paper return.  At the next meeting, the committee will discuss further.
4.)  Public Comment
· There were no public comments.
5.)  Meeting Dates of 2012

·  The next meeting dates have been tentatively set for August 9th and November 8th.
The next Advisory Committee Meeting is scheduled for Thursday, August 9, 2012 at 10:00 AM, and will be at the Louisiana Department of Revenue in the 2nd Floor Calcasieu Room.
