3. Old Business

A. Reading of December 21, 2010 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update – Ron Eddy d/b/a Eddy’s Mobile Home Movers ($11,400.00) IC100897 Lot #22,  IC1000898 Lot 25, IC1001143 Lot 2, IC1001144 Lot 4, IC1001145 Lot 10, IC1001146 Lot 11, IC1001147 Lot 12,  IC1001148 Lot 15, IC1001149 Lot 48, IC1001150 Lot 28, IC1001332 Lot 58, IC100133 Lot 68, IC1001334 Lot 72, IC1001335 Lot 85, IC1001336 Lot 86, IC1001337 Lot 90, IC1001338 Lot 93, IC1001339 Lot 100, IC1001340 Lot 26 – The amount of the fines were not correct because the lot numbers on our end were incorrect. There were actually 20 homes installed. We only have 19 on file. On June 15, 2010, the Commission voted to rescind these fines if the homes were corrected within 30 days.  At the December Commission meeting, the members asked that a re-inspection be conducted on this park.  On January 12, 2011 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected these homes and found they were not corrected.
C. Payment Plan Issue – At the November Commission meeting, Brian Miller d/b/a Rip’s Trucking had sent in a statement concerning his delinquent payment arrangement.  The Commission asked that Mr. Miller come before them to discuss the matter. 
4. New Business
A. Appeals
1. Anthony Savarino d/b/a BB&K Setters LLC ($3,500.00) IC1002118, IC1002119, IC1002120, IC1002121, IC1002122, IC1002123, and IC1002124 On July 30, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre went to inspect these (7) homes and found he needed foundation plans to inspect them. On August 6, 2010 a fine in the amount of $500.00 for each home was mailed out certified to BB&K Setters and returned unclaimed. The homes had a BB&K Setters permit sticker on them. On September 2, 2010 a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On September 17, 2010 a third and final demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On December 10, 2010 an appeal letter was received into LMHC office indicating they are a sub-contractor and they don’t handle the documents we are requesting. On December 29, 2010 a confirmation letter advising BB&K Setters they were placed on the agenda for January 18, 2011 was mailed out by certified mail and received on January 3, 2011.
2. James A. Boyd d/b/a Double B Mobile Homes LLC ($600.00) On October 29, 2010 an installation complaint was received into LMHC offices. On November 23, 2010 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. A fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed certified to Double B Mobile Homes LLC on November 29, 2010 and received on December 3, 2010. On December 23, 2010 an appeal letter was received into LMHC office. On January 4, 2011 a confirmation letter advising Double B Mobile Homes LLC they were placed on the January 18, 2011 agenda was mailed out certified. On January 4, 2011 a subpoena was mailed to the homeowner.
3. Kathie Clement d/b/a CD&M Mobile Home Movers ($1000.00) - A homeowner called LMHC office on December 14, 2010 inquiring about a permit sticker and wind zone requirements. After speaking with the homeowner it was found that she purchased the home from her sister-n-in-law in Beauregard Parish which is a Zone 1 and hired Bayou Mobile Home Transporters to transport and install the home in Lafourche Parish which is a Zone 3. There was a data sheet in the home that indicated the home was a Zone 2. She also said her sister-in-law contacted N-Time Inc. to move the home, but they were unable too, and that’s how Bayou was hired. She faxed me her invoice and cancelled checks. On December 15, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected the home and found it was in the incorrect wind zone, not installed properly, and the installer was unlicensed. The inspection also found the permit sticker belonged to CD&M Mobile Home Movers. Therefore, Bayou Mobile Home Transporters has been fined $1,000.00 for wrong wind zone, $1,000.00 for being unlicensed and $500.00 for improper install. CD&M Mobile Home Movers a $1,000.00 for selling a permit sticker. N Time Inc. for hiring an unlicensed installer. Cody Simmons of CD&M Mobile Home Movers, John Simmons of Bayou Mobile Home Transporters, and Trenton Johnson of N Time Inc. has been subpoenaed to appear.
