B. License Reconsideration – Christopher Paul Thibodeaux salesperson license was denied April 17, 2012 due to his criminal background. Mr. Thibodeaux requested to come in front of the Commission to provide documentation regarding his application.
4. New Business
A. Appeal 
1. Keith Hebert hired Jeremie Allemand d/b/a Allemand’s Services to transport and      install his manufactured home. Mr. Allemand was fined and appealed it on April 17, 2012. The commission waived the fine based on testimony that Mr. Hebert did not want Mr. Allemand on his property. Therefore, Mr. Hebert was fined for not installing the home properly and applying for a permit sticker.  

B. Complaint
1. City of Hammond Building Department-Bobby Mitchell has filed a complaint against Clayton Homes #171 of Hammond for allowing a manufactured home to be installed without the proper permits. 
2. Ms. Theresa Myles filed a complaint against Live Oak Mobile Home Movers LLC. She alleges she paid $900.00 to unblock, transport, re-block and anchor her manufactured home. The contract states she only paid to unblock and drop the home. She states she did not get a copy of the contact and the one we have is not the same one she signed. 
3. Pamela Cannon asked to come before the Commission to address issues with the federal site preparation laws in regards to her mobile home park.

C. Subpoena
1. Sanders Mobile Homes have been subpoenaed to discuss the sale and installation of Ms. Chinon Washinton’s home. They also have been fined $1500.00 for allowing unlicensed salesman to sell manufactured homes. 
2. Mr. Christopher Paul Thibodeaux has been subpoenaed and fined $400.00 for selling Ms. Chinon Washington and Mr. Bryan Williams a manufactured home from Sanders Mobile Homes without a salesman’s license.
