A. Reading of February 14, 2012 Commission meeting minutes
B. Licensing Update – The retailer license for John Jason Dauzat d/b/a J & J Homes LLC was not issued due to the Commission wanting to discuss Mr. Dauzat’s criminal background information.  Also, Mr. Dauzat had not provided either the $50,000 net worth statement or $50,000 surety bond.
C. Licensing Update – The salesperson license for Tony Monfra was not issued due to the Commission wanting to discuss Mr. Monfra’s criminal background information.  
4. New Business
A. Subpoena
1. Vernon R. Atkinson complaint against Lake Area Manufactured Homes.

Mr. Atkinson purchased a home from Lake Area as is on January 26, 2012 and is not happy with the amount of work that needs to be done.  This home was inspected and was not set to code. CD&M has received the fine letter and has until the 29th to make corrections. Mr. Atkinson and Lake Area were subpoenaed. 
B. Appeal
1. Jeremie Allemand d/b/a Allemand’s Services ($600.00) – On January 25, 2012 a complaint from Mr. Keith Hebert came into the LMHC office.  On February 7, 2012 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code and there was no permit sticker. On February 9, 2012 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed certified to Mr. Allemand. On February 14, 2012 the letter was received by Mr. Allemand. On February 10, 2012 Mr. Allemand responded to the fine stating he moved the mobile home, but did not put a permit on it.  He also stated the homeowner had filed a claim against his insurance company and that he was owed money. On February 17, 2012 Mr. Allemand requested a hearing. On February 27, 2012 a confirmation letter was mailed to Mr. Allemand and a subpoena to Mr. Hebert.  Also, an anonymous complaint came in about this home on March 7, 2012.
2. Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. ($600.00) Melinda Irwin filed a complaint against Roll Out Inc. on January 24, 2012.  On January 30, 2012 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. The home was installed May 23, 2011.  A fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed to Mrs. Matthews on February 2, 2012 1st class and certified. The certified was returned, but the 1st class was not. On February 27, 2012 Mrs. Matthews responded to the complaint in writing. She states they moved the home, however, she did advise the homeowner it would need a re-level because her dirt was not packed enough. I advised over the phone she needed to come in front of the commission so they could decide if she was responsible for correcting the home. A confirmation letter was mailed to Mrs. Matthews on February 29, 2012 and a subpoena to Ms. Irwin.

Shelli Braud has had two SAA inspections on her home. Mr. Fred Conner’s inspection on June 20, 2011 revealed the A/C was the incorrect size and reported the Dealer (Lane Thomas) should replace it and have fresh air duct ran correctly. Also, repair buckled floors. He contends the floors are buckling because the a/c is over sized causing negative pressures. Mr. Sammy Hoover’s inspection done on December 21, 2011 reported he could not make a final determination as to the cause of the bowed floors and suggested the manufacture contact Martin Montgomery to investigate the issues.  This decision was made after information from the dealer and Deans Electric HTG & A/C, an A/C installer. 
b. Jolynn Picard filed a consumer complaint in 2007. Mr. Sammy Hoover conducted an inspection on July 7, 2007 and it revealed several leaks and siding problems. On February 16, 2011 another inspection was done by Mr. Fred Conner and it revealed serious moisture problems and six items for manufacturer to correct. Mr. Conner recently inspected this home on January 12, 2012 and found items 1&6 were taken care of, but 2-5 had not. Waverlee has worked on the home, but the problems continue to come back.
