B. License Reconsideration

1.   LVLA LLC retailer license was approved on last month pending all required documents be submitted to the LMHC office. Documents have been submitted.

C.  Subpoena 

1.  Jo Ann Reed filed an installation complaint against M.V. Inc. on her  
 manufactured home she hired him to install.  The home was inspected on June 14, 2023 and there were some items that needed to be corrected. On July 28, 2023 an 

email was received from Mr. David Guidry owner saying home was completed.

On August 14, 2023 a re-inspection was done and there were still some item not corrected. M.V. Inc. owes $750.00 fine and Ms. Reed says there are broken and leaning blocks. 
2.  Jon C d/b/a Whittington Mobile Home Service has been issued a subpoena 
 for outstanding violations and fines of $4,300.00. None of the homes have been
 corrected.
D. Consumer Complaints
1.  Michael & Ashley Traweek vs Franklin Structures LLC and Gulf South Modular    
 Homes LLC. The Traweeks filed a consumer complaint on their modular home in 
 July 2023. An inspection was done on August 25, 2023. A pending work order was 

 submitted by the manufacturer regarding the items they were responsible for. 

The retailer has not submitted anything regarding what they are responsible for. 

2. Rachel Verdin vs Legacy Housing Corporation, Evangeline Home Center, and 
Simoneaux’s Mobile Home Moving LLC. Ms. Verdin filed a consumer complaint

in September 2023. An SAA inspection was done on January 11, 2024. The 

manufacturer emailed a signed work order, but the homeowner still has complaints.

The retailer and installer have not repaired the items they were responsible for.
