3. Old Business

A. Reading of October 18, 2011 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update - Brad Canova d/b/a 3 C’s Real Estate ($16,000.00) On August 16, 2011, the commission advised Mr. Canova the fines would be waived if he agreed to pay the Attorney General Collection cost which is $4,000.00. Mr. Canova did not agree. On September 20, 2011 the Commission voted to defer the matter till October until Mr. Canova could speak with the A.G. about reducing that amount. At the October’s Commission meeting this matter was put on the agenda as an update. Mr. Canova had not spoken with anyone at the A.G. therefore; the fine was re-instated because the Commission would have to pay the collection cost. A letter was mailed to Mr. Canova advising him of this and he requested to appeal the decision. 
C. Update-Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. ($750.00) At the October’s meeting the commission deferred action on this fine because Ms. Matthews stated the home was corrected the day before. After speaking with Ms. Bazile we learned the home was corrected on the 18th not the 17th as per her statement.  However, the home is correct and was re-inspected on October 18, 2011 by investigator Fred Conner. .
4. New Business
A. Order to Appear 
1. Mary Melerine on behalf of Elizabeth Von Buettner complaint against Clayton Homes.  As requested at the October meeting, Vanderbilt Mortgage and Clayton Homes were ordered to appear to discuss the sale of a manufactured home to Elizabeth Von Buettner.  The records of the sale were subpoenaed as well.
B. Appeal
1. Jeremie Allemand d/b/a Allemand’s Services on July 19, 2011 Mr. Allemand appealed a $750.00 re-inspection fine. The commission voted to waive the fine if the home was corrected within 10 days. Investigator Fred Conner re-inspected the home on August 24, 2011 and found it as still not correct. Therefore, another $750.00 re-inspection fine was issued. Mr. Allemand is appealing this fine. The home was re-inspected on September 29, 2011 and is correct. 
C. Hearing
1. Julius Willis-Mr. Willis was fined $1600.00 for unlawfully installing Catherine Pitre’s home in August of 2009. A Cease & Desist was issued and he appealed this fine on October 20, 2009. The fine was imposed. On November 18, 2009 a letter from Carlton Hicks an attorney representing Mr. Willis was received requesting a formal hearing. Mr. Willis and his attorney were put on the January 19, 2010 agenda. Due Catherine Pitre and James Fusilier not being present the formal hearing was postponed until March 16, 2010. Due to Mr. Hick’s health the hearing was postponed several times. However, Mr. Quidd requested to schedule it for this month due to evidence that Mr. Willis is operating without an installer’s license. Ms. Catherine Pitre, James Fusilier, Christopher Hues, and Melissa Richard have been subpoenaed. Mr. Mr. Hues hired Mr. Willis to transport, block and anchor his home in November 2010. Ms. Richard hired him to do the same in June of 2011.
