3. Old Business

A. Reading of September 20, 2011 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update - Brad Canova d/b/a 3 C’s Real Estate was fined $16,000.00 On August 16, 2011, the commission advised Mr. Canova the fines would be waived if he agreed to pay the Attorney General Collection cost. The A.G. was contacted on August 16, 2011 to get the amount of collection cost. Their cost is $4,000.00. Mr. Canova does not want to pay it. On September 20, 2011 the Commission voted to defer the matter till this month until Mr. Canova can speak with the A.G. about reducing that amount. Mr. Canova has not gotten in touch with them as of today.
C. Update - Steven Marallise paid the $1,500 fine as agreed upon at the September Commission meeting for selling three manufactured homes without a retail license. 

D. Paul Breaux – Mr. Breaux spoke at the September Commission meeting about his daughter’s problems getting electricity.  At that meeting, he requested to be placed on the October agenda.
4. New Business
B. Subpoena
1. Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. IC1101905 ($500.00) On August 22, 2011 a complaint was filed by Ms. Michelle Bazile alleging Roll Out Inc. installed her home improperly. On the same day investigator Fred Conner inspected the home and found it was not set to code.  On August 24, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed out certified and 1st class. A subpoena was mailed out as well. The subpoena was sent because on August 16, 2011 the commission voted to suspend the Cease & Desist that was in place for 30 days and to investigate why it was in place. The C&D was in place because on March 2, 2011 Mrs. Matthews wrote a letter to appeal a $1,600.00 fine on Andrea Bennett’s home.  On April 25, 2011 a confirmation letter was mailed to the address on file both certified and 1st class. She was to appear on May 17, 2011. The certified letter came back.  After Mrs. Matthews did not show up at the meeting, the commission voted to issue a C&D. Ms. Bazile is unable to attend because she cannot find a ride, she says you are welcome to call her. The home was re-inspected on September 9, 2011 and was not corrected. Therefore, a fine in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out certified and not accepted. On October 5, 2011 Mrs. Matthews contacted LMHC and stated she needed to change her address. She was advised we need that information in writing. We have not received a change of address as of today.
2.  Ms. Barbara Fontenot filed a complaint against Chris Kelly d/b/a CK Mobile Home Movers. Ms. Fontenot alleges she purchased a manufactured home from Mr. Kelly and he installed it as well. She does not have a title. Mr. Kelly is not a licensed dealer. On the bill of sale it shows her grandson Charles O. Henry is the seller. All three have been subpoenaed. 
B. Hearing
1. Glen Dupre d/b/a ASAP Mobile Home Movers -Sharon Lang hired Mr. Dupre in September 2010 to move and install her home. Mr. Dupre charged her $4800.00 and never moved her home. She contacted the Justice of the Peace and Mr. Dupre acknowledged that he owed her and would start paying December 1, 2010. She received her first payment of $2,800.00 on April 6, 2011.  On May 17, 2011 both parties were in front of the commission. Mr. Dupre agreed to pay Ms. Lang $500.00 before June 21, 2011 and fax a copy of his settlement letter to LMHC. On June 21, 2011 Ms. Lang advised me that Mr. Dupre paid her $400.00 on May 20 and she had not heard from him since. The Commission voted to issue a Cease & Desist and start the process to revoke Mr. Dupre’s license. On July 19, 2011 Mr. Dupre was present to appeal the C&D. On July 19, 2011 the Commission voted to keep the C&D in place and continue the process to revoke the license. Mr. Dupre requested a hearing. The amount owed is $ 1,720.00.
Ms. Terri Davis was subpoenaed because of a complaint against Mr. Dupre and Mr. Ferdinand.  Mr. Ferdinand was subpoenaed as well.
