3. Old Business

A. Reading of September 21, 2010 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update – Johnson & Son Wrecker Service (IC1001019) ($1,600.00) – The Commission advised Mr. Johnson to have this home corrected within 2 weeks from June 15, 2010 and the fine would be rescinded.  On July 27, 2010 Johnson & Son, Inc. faxed over a letter indicating this home had been corrected. On October 14, 2010 this home was re-inspected and corrected.  
4. New Business
A. Appeals
1. Charles Benoit d/b/a Southern Mobile Transport ($4,200.00)
a. IC1001857- ($1,600.00) On June 28, 2010, a complaint came into the LMHC office  in the form of an e-mail stating a double wide had been placed at 217 Royce St. in Houma without anchors.  On July 6, 2010, investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. He also found out it belonged to Charles Benoit, who was not licensed at the time of this install. Charles Benoit renewed his license on July 6, 2010. So, on July 13, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail. It was accepted by Charles Benoit on August 19, 2010. On August 6, 2010, a second demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail. On August 18, 2010, Charles Benoit came into LMHC office to inquire about the appeal process. I advised to write a letter to appeal.

b. 
IC1002267- ($1,600.00) & ($1,000.00)  On August 19, 2010, another complaint came into  the LMHC office indicating they purchased a home from him on January 23, 2009, and which he installed. On August 20, 2010, Investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker on it. On August 23, 2010, a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 and a $1,000.00 fine was mailed out certified and by 1st class mail. 
2. Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. ($1900.00),($2250.00 on re-inspections),($4300.00 installing while C&D in effect) Totaling ($8450.00) On July 23, 2010 an Investigative Subpoena was issued for Mrs. Matthews to appear on August 17, 2010 regarding outstanding fines and violations.  After Mrs. Matthews did not answer the subpoena, a Cease & Desist was issued. On September 21, 2010 Mrs. Matthews came in and paid $2000.00 on her fines and indicated that some of the homes were corrected. Investigator Fred Conner inspected some of these homes and found some were not corrected.  Roll Out has since been written up for three (3) homes, installing while C&D was in effect.  We also have two (2) Installation Complaints against this company. Both allege the same thing: they paid Mrs. Matthews to move and install their home and the job was not completed and money was not returned. Mrs. Matthews would like to get her license back.

B. Subpoena
1. Thomas Turbeville d/b/a Advantage Mobile Home Movers LLC ($5850.00)

A subpoenaed was issued on September 30, 2010 and mailed certified and 1st class.

a. On December 15, 2009 the commission advised Mr. Turbeville that IC0901255 would be rescinded if it was corrected in 30 days. On IC0901256 and IC0901257 the commission reduced these fines to $1000.00 a piece and agreed to a payment arrangement of $500.00 on the 20th of every month until fine is paid. Also correct the homes in 30 days or the fines will be go back to original amount of $1600.00 a piece. A payment was made on 12-15-09 of $500.00, 1-12-10 of $500.00 and 2-17-10 of $500.00. All of these homes were inspected on May 14, 2010 and still not corrected. 
b. IC1000899- On April 1, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. On April 9, 2010 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received on April 10, 2010. On May 7, 2010 the set-up inspection report was mailed back into the office indicating the home was corrected. On May 19, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre re-inspected this home and found it was still not set correctly and the permit was not there. On June 8, 2010 a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received on June 10, 2010. On June 29, 2010 a second demand was mailed out and on July 9, 2010 a third and final demand was mailed out.

c. IC1000900- On April 1, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. On April 9, 2010 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received on April 10, 2010. On May 7, 2010 the set-up inspection report was mailed back into the office indicating the home was corrected. On May 19, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre re-inspected this home and found it was still not set correctly and the permit was not there. On June 8, 2010 a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received on June 10, 2010. On June 29, 2010 a second demand was mailed out and on July 9, 2010 a third and final demand was mailed out.

d. IC1000901- On April 1, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. On April 9, 2010 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received on April 10, 2010. On May 7, 2010 the set-up inspection report was mailed back into the office indicating the home was corrected. On May 12, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre re-inspected this home and found it was still not set correctly and the permit was not there. On June 8, 2010 a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received on June 10, 2010. On June 29, 2010 a second demand was mailed out and on July 9, 2010 a third and final demand was mailed out.

2. Schuyler Wright d/b/a Skyco Homes IC1001383 ($500.00) – On May 17, 2010 investigator Danny Dunn inspected this home and found the site preparation was not correct.  This is a new home; therefore the installer is responsible for the site preparation. The fine letter was mailed by certified mail on June 3, 2010 and received on June 5, 2010. On June 29, 2010 a second demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail. On July 6, 2010 a letter was received from the Skyco indicating the customer was at fault for the site preparation being incorrect. On July 20, 2010 a letter from SAA Sammy Hoover was faxed to Skyco indicating he had spoken with Danny Dunn and that moving the drive-way would not cause problems with site prep. On July 21, 2010 an e-mail was received from Skyco confused about what needs to be done. On July 27, 2010 investigator Danny Dunn and SAA Sammy Hoover re-inspected this home and found nothing had been done. On September 30, 2010 a subpoena was issued to both the homeowner and the installer to attend the commission meeting to solve this problem.
3. 
Julius Willis ($1,600.00) – On August 10, 2009, investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code, had no permit sticker, and the installer was not licensed. On August 14, 2009, a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 was mailed to Mr. Willis and received by him on August 18, 2009. On September 15, 2009, a second demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail. On September 15, 2009, Mr. Willis mailed a letter requesting a hearing. On October 20, 2009, Mr. Willis appeared before the Commission and they voted to impose the $1,600.00 fine. A Cease & Desist was also issued to Mr. Willis on October 20, 2009. On November 18, 2009, a letter was received from Carlton Hicks who is representing Mr. Julius Willis to appeal this fine. On December 2, 2009, a letter was mailed to Mr. Hicks and Mr. Willis advising they were put on the agenda for January 19, 2010 to appeal this fine. Mr. Hicks’s letter came back and Mr. Willis’s was received by him on December 8, 2009. A hearing was scheduled in February for this home, but due to the attorney being ill it was deferred until we heard from him. We never heard from the Mr. Willis or Mr. Hicks so a subpoenaed was issued.
