3. Old Business

A. Reading of August 16, 2011 Commission meeting minutes
1. Update- Brad Canova d/b/a 3 C’s Real Estate was fined $16,000.00 for hiring an unlicensed installer to install 10 homes in his park.  On November 17, 2009, Mr. Canova was informed by the Commission in person the fines would be suspended for 30 days so he could hire a licensed installer. On February 8, 2010, an e-mail was received indicating the homes were ready for inspection. On March 9, 2010, investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected the homes and found all but 1 of the homes were corrected. On March 12, 2010, a third and final demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail.  The fines are at the Attorney General’s office for collection, and Mr. Canova would like to appeal them. On August 16, 2011, the commission advised Mr. Canova the fines would be waived if he agreed to pay the Attorney General Collection cost. The A.G. was contacted on August 16, 2011 to get the amount of collection cost. Their cost is $4,000.00. Mr. Canova does not want to pay it. 
4. New Business
A. Appeal 
1.    John Sonnier ($1,600.00) On July 11, 2011 investigator Fred Conner inspected this  home and found it was not set to code, did not have a permit sticker and the installer was unlicensed. On July 13, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 was mailed out certified and 1st class. A Cease & Desist order was issued as well. The certified letter was accepted on July 21, 2011. On August 5, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On August 4, 2011 a letter was received by the commission requesting to appeal the fine. On August 9, 2011 the Cease & Desist was served. On August 18, 2011 a confirmation letter was mailed out certified and received on August 25, 2011 confirming placement on the agenda.
2. Steven Marallise ($3,600.00) In July, 2011 Mr. Glen Lemoine called LMHC and requested assistance with getting his title to a home he purchased from Mr. Marallise. At that time Mr. Lemoine was advised Mr. Marallise was not licensed to sell manufactured homes and he should contact the D.M.V., but give me the address so we can inspect the installation of the home. Also, advised to file a complaint with us. On July 6, 2011 investigator Danny Dunn inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. Mr. Lemoine has received a fine letter to get the home installed properly. After investigating Mr. Lemoine’s claim Danny Dunn found 2 other homes Mr. Marallise sold to two other individuals. Fine letters for unlicensed dealer and unlicensed sales person were mailed both certified and first class on July 13, 2011. They were accepted on July 25, 2011. On July 18, 2011 the Cease and Desist was served. On August 3, 2011 a letter was received from Mr. Marallise’s attorney indicating they would comply with the C&D. On August 1, 2011 a request to appeal the fines was received into LMHC office. On August 18, 2011 the confirmation letter was mailed out and received on August 23, 2011.
B. Subpoena
1. Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. IC1101905 ($500.00) On August 22, 2011 a complaint was filed by Ms. Michelle Bazile alleging Roll Out Inc. installed her home improperly. On the same day investigator Fred Conner inspected the home and found it was not set to code.  On August 24, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed out certified and 1st class. A subpoena was mailed out as well. The subpoena was sent because on August 16, 2011 the commission voted to suspend the Cease & Desist that was in place for 30 days and to investigate why it was in place. The C&D was in place because on March 2, 2011 Mrs. Matthews wrote a letter to appeal a $1,600.00 fine on Andrea Bennett’s home.  On April 25, 2011 a confirmation letter was mailed to the address on file both certified and 1st class. She was to appear on May 17, 2011. The certified letter came back.  After Mrs. Matthews did not show up at the meeting, the commission voted to issue a C&D.
