In December of 2010, the prior Board adopted the policy that all paid employees
and independent contractors of a District Defender’s Office, including, but not
limited to the District Defender, are prohibited from serving as prosecutors in
any court within the judicial district(s) in which they perform public defender
services. Limited exception has been granted to the 8™, 30" and 15™ Judicial
District Public Defender Offices. At the September 27™ meeting, the Board
asked the Policy Committee to revisit this issue.
