Director Danos stated that the 1. Mailed 25 Commercial Boat Slips renewal invoices and mailed the LA Dried Shrimp Property Renewal Invoice. Will add no selling shrimp for boat wording on the new leases.  2. Need to spread limestone for pot holes at Commercial Dock. Motion by Commissioner Chighizola, seconded by Commissioner Ballard and unanimously agreed to authorize the Director to hire DHF Industrial for $2,200.00 for limestone and to spread it out.

3. Bayou Rigaud dredging is complete. 4. Working on getting all port property appraised.           5. Worked with State and Parish Officials on the Capital Outlay money for the port project.       6. Working with auditors on needed posters and state compliance request.

Motion was made by Commissioner Pizani, seconded by Commissioner Ballard, and unanimously agreed to notify Steve Pollock that his lease is not valid because he did not sign the lease. He is to vacate the oyster farm if he did not sign the lease.

Motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to remove Scott Mora form the oyster farm # 2 because he is not authorized to farm.

A motion was made by Commissioner Ballard, seconded by Commissioner Pizani, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 1:43 p.m.
