Ms. Dupuy gave a summary of the allegations. Dechris Branch was present on behalf of JL Construction Group, LLC.  Aaron Pierre, the creditor was present.  Each party was sworn in and gave statements.  Ms. Sims filed the judgment and it was entered into evidence.  Mr. Talbot made a motion to allow JL Construction Group, LLC, to enter into a payment plan or pay the judgment within 60 days; otherwise, the license will be automatically revoked.
