Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Attorney Todd Hebert was present on behalf of Chaderick Hebert and presented a settlement offer. Ms. Gibson made a motion to accept the settlement offer, and Mr. Castjohn seconded. The motion passed.
2. Destiny Interests, LLC, Baton Rouge, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2167 (A)

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations and read the settlement offer presented by Destiny Interests, LLC. No one was present on behalf of Destiny Interests, LLC. Mr. Wyman made a motion to accept the settlement offer, and Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed. Ms. Gibson made a motion to send a letter to the permit office regarding this matter, and Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Derek Champagne was present on behalf of Champagne Construction and Roofing, LLC, and sworn in. Mr. Champagne entered a plea of admission for La R.S. 37:2160 (A,2). Ms. Gibson made a motion to accept the plea, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Champagne entered a no contest plea regarding La. R.S. 37:2175 (A, 1). Mr. Wyman made a motion to accept the no contest plea, and Mr. Castjohn seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Champagne made a statement and presented a document, which was filed and admitted into evidence. Ms. Gibson made a motion to fine $500 in administrative costs, reduced to $250 in administrative costs if licensed within 60 days. Mr. Wyman seconded, and the motion passed.

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Tyrone Burrell was present on behalf of Global, LLC sworn in. Homeowner Christ Wright was also present and sworn in. Mr. Burrell entered a no contest plea. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to accept the plea, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Each party gave a statement. Mr. Wyman made a motion to issue a cease and desist order and fine Global, LLC the maximum fine plus $500 in administrative costs, reduced to $250 in administrative costs if licensed within 90 days. Mr. Castjohn seconded, and the motion passed.

11. Lawrence Otis d/b/a L&D Concrete and Masonry, Slidell, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2 (A,1)  

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present on behalf of Lawrence Otis d/b/a L&D Concrete and Masonry. Carl Bourque was called to the stand for review of the exhibit packet. Mr. Sims filed the exhibits into evidence, and they were admitted. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to find Lawrence Otis d/b/a L&D Concrete and Masonry to be in violation, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr.Castjohn made a motion to issue a cease and desist order and the maximum fine plus $1,000 in administrative costs. Mr. Ward seconded, and the motion passed. 
12. Richard Hebert d/b/a R&M Builders, LLC d/b/a Hebert Holdings, LLC, Harvey, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A,1) / La. R.S. 37:2175.3 (A,8).
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present on behalf of Richard Hebert d/b/a R&M Builders, LLC d/b/a Hebert Holdings, LLC. Investigator Dylan Bourg was called to the stand and sworn in for review of the exhibits. Ms. Sims filed the exhibits into evidence, and they were admitted. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to find Richard Hebert d/b/a R&M Builders, LLC d/b/a Hebert Holdings, LLC to be in violation, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to fine the maximum fine plus $1,000 in administrative costs, issue a cease and desist order, and forward the case to the La. Attorney General and the La. Workforce Commission. Mr. Wyman seconded, and the motion passed.
13. A Watertight Roofing of Shreveport, LLC, Shreveport, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2 (A,1)
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present on behalf of A Watertight Roofing of Shreveport, LLC. Carl Bourque was called to the stand for review of the exhibits. Ms. Sims filed the exhibits into evidence, and they were admitted. Ms. Gibson made a motion to find A Watertight Roofing of Shreveport, LLC to be in violation, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Wyman made a motion to issue a cease and desist order and fine the maximum fine plus $1,000 in administrative costs. Mr. Castjohn seconded, and the motion passed.
