Charmel Peterson was called to the stand and sworn in for testimony regarding the investigation. Mr. Wyman made a motion to accept the plea, and Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Ward made a motion to fine Busy Bee Restoration, Inc. the maximum fine plus $1,000 in administrative costs, issue a cease and desist order, revoke the home improvement registration and refer the case to the La. Attorney General’s Office. Mr. Castjohn seconded, and the motion passed.

Mr. Castjohn made a motion to issue a cease and desist order and fine Robert Lewis and/or Ronald Wilson $2,500 plus $500 in administrative costs, reduced to $1,000 plus administrative costs if registered within 90 days. Mr. Wyman seconded, and the motion passed.

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present on behalf of Tommy Briggs d/b/a Tommy Briggs Renovation & Remodeling. Ms. Peterson was called to the stand to review the exhibits. Mr. Andrishok entered the exhibit packet into evidence, and it was admitted. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to find Tommy Briggs d/b/a Tommy Briggs Renovation & Remodeling to be in violation, and Ms. Gibson seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to fine Tommy Briggs d/b/a Tommy Briggs Renovation & Remodeling the maximum fine plus $1,000 in administrative costs and issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Wyman seconded, and the motion passed.
