INSURANCE HEARING(S):
Residential Building, Home Improvement, and Mold Remediation; General Liability & Workers’ Compensation – La. R.S. 2150–2192, 2186(B)(6), 2189(A)(7) and Rules and Regulations Sec. 1503(D).

Emma Payne was called to the stand and sworn in to give testimony. Ms. Payne listed the companies for which no insurance documentation has been provided: Comfort Construction Company, Inc.; Fields & Moses Custom Home Builders, Inc.; Garlon Homes, LLC; Gonzales Restoration Services, LLC; Greg S. Richard; Louis Chatman, Jr.; and TKD Land Development Company, LLC. No one was present on behalf of these companies. Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Roderick Cawthorne was present and sworn in. Mr. Cawthorne entered a denial plea. Investigator Carl Bourque was called to the stand and sworn in for review of the exhibit packet. The exhibits were files and admitted into evidence. Committee members questioned Mr. Cawthorne. Mr. Cawthorne gave a statement. Mr. Cawthorne changed his plea to no contest. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to accept the plea, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Ms. Gibson made a motion to fine Roderick Cawthorne $2,000 plus $500 in administrative costs, reduced to $1,000 plus $500 in administrative costs if licensed within 90 days. Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Wilcox gave a statement. Tommy Mimnaugh was called to the stand and sworn in for testimony. Ms. Sims questioned Mr. Mimnaugh. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to fine Tom Wilcox $5,000 plus $1,000 in administrative costs, reduced to $1,500 plus $500 in administrative costs if licensed within 120 days and issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Castjohn made a motion to find Walter Monroe Smith d/b/a All Phase Roofing and Remodeling and/or Rapides Roofing to be in violation and fine the maximum plus $1,000 in administrative costs and issue a cease and desist order.
