A Motion was made by Mr. Wyman and seconded by Mr. Ward to accept the Minutes of the May 1, 2013 Residential Building Committee Meeting. The Motion passed.

C. INSURANCE HEARING(S):
Residential Building & Home Improvement; General Liability & Workers’ Compensation – Rules and Regulations of the Board Sec. 1503(D).
Brandon O. Williams Construction, LLC, Joseph Hardy Construction, Inc. and Southern Construction of Louisiana, LLC were removed from the agenda. Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations and asked if anyone was present. Bruce Pinkins was present for A2Z Home Serves, LLC, Adam Town was present for J. Adam Town Construction, LLC, and Ricky Hobbs was present for Ricky Hobbs. All parties were sworn in. Emma Payne and Monica Webster, both of the applications section, were called to the stand and sworn in. 

Bruce Pinkins gave a statement. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to suspend the license, issue a cease and desist order and fine A2Z Home Serves, LLC administrative costs until the proper documentation is turned in. The Motion passed. 

Adam Town gave a statement. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to suspend the license, issue a cease and desist order and fine J. Adam Town Construction, LLC administrative costs until the proper documentation is turned in. The Motion passed.

Ricky Hobbs gave a statement. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to suspend the license, issue a cease and desist order and fine Ricky Hobbs administrative costs until the proper documentation is turned in. The Motion passed.
No one appeared for Gosserand Construction, LLC; Home Stone, Inc.; J&P Custom Homes, LLC; Know How Construction, LLC; Martin and Pen Builders, LLC; Ransdell Restorations, LLC; Restoration & Recovery, LLC; Robert Glynn Coburn, Jr.; Rodney Lemon Ministries, Inc.; and W Group, Inc. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Gibson to fine all listed $500 plus administrative costs, issue a cease and desist order, and suspend the licenses until proper documentation is turned in. The Motion passed.

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations and read the settlement offer presented by Doug Selman Builders, LLC. A Motion was made by Mr. Castjohn and seconded by Mr. Ward to accept the settlement offer. The Motion passed.

Kevin Burton d/b/a BPM Construction, New Orleans, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1).
Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Kevin Burton was present and sworn in. Mr. Burton entered a denial plea. Investigator Leann Evans was called to the stand and sworn in for review of the exhibits. The exhibits were filed and admitted into evidence. Mr. Burton changed his plea to no contest. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to accept the no contest plea. The Motion passed. Homeowner Sheila Bryant was sworn in and gave a statement. A Motion was made by Mr. Castjohn and seconded by Ms. Gibson to fine Kevin Burton d/b/a BPM Construction the maximum fine plus administrative costs, issue a cease and desist order and forward the case to the attorney general. The Motion passed.

RAS Serve Solutions, Inc. d/b/a Servpro of North Garland, Garland, Texas – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1).
Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Jeff and Raymond Stone were present and sworn in. Mr. Raymond Stone entered a denial plea. Ms. Evans was called to the stand to review the exhibits. The exhibits were filed and admitted. Mr. Raymond Stone changed his plea to no contest. A Motion was made by Mr. Wyman and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to accept the plea. The Motion passed. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Wyman to fine RAS Serve Solutions, Inc. d/b/a Servpro of North Garland $2500 plus administrative costs and issue a cease and desist order until licensed. The Motion passed.
4.
Bryon McGraw d/b/a A2Z Home Improvements, Houma, Louisiana – Houma, Louisiana. La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1).

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Bryon McGraw was present and sworn in. Mr. McGraw entered a no contest plea. A Motion was made by Mr. Castjohn and seconded by Mr. Wyman to accept the plea. The Motion passed. Mr. McGraw gave a statement. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Mr. Wyman to fine Bryon McGraw d/b/a A2Z Home Improvements $2000 plus administrative costs and issue a cease and desist order, but if Mr. McGraw obtains a home improvement registration within 90 days, the fine will be reduced to $500 plus administrative costs. The Motion passed.

Sinceno Construction, LLC, Kenner, Louisiana – LaPlace, Louisiana. La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1).

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Kevin Sinceno was present and sworn in. Mr. Sinceno entered a no contest plea. A Motion was made by Mr. Castjohn and seconded by Mr. Wyman to accept the plea. The Motion passed. Mr. Sinceno gave a statement. Homeowner Katrina Caston was sworn in and gave a statement. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Mr. Wyman to fine Sinceno Construction, LLC $3000 plus administrative costs and issue a cease and desist order, but if a home improvement registration is obtained within 180 days the fine would be reduced to $500 plus administrative costs and a one-year probation will be imposed. The Motion passed.

Shane Romero d/b/a Cajun Construction, LLC, Erath, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1) and La R.S. 2160(A)(2).

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present. Investigator Carl Bourque was called to the stand and sworn in to review exhibits. The exhibits were filed and admitted into evidence. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Ward to find Shane Romero d/b/a Cajun Construction, LLC to be in violation. The Motion passed. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to fine Shane Romero d/b/a Cajun Construction, LLC the maximum fine plus administrative costs and issue a cease and desist order. The Motion passed.

Archie Burnell Sanchez, Jr., New Orleans, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2167(A).


Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Archie Sanchez, Jr. was present and sworn in. Mr. Sanchez entered a no contest plea. A Motion was made by Mr. Castjohn and seconded by Ms. Gibson to accept the plea. The Motion passed. Mr. Sanchez gave a statement. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to fine Archie Burnell Sanchez, Jr. $500 in administrative costs, reduced to $250 if licensed within 90 days. The Motion passed.

a) Keith P. Bourque, Church Point, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2158(A)(5).

b) T & B, LLC, Sunset, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2167(A).

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Keith Bourque and Steve Tennant were present and sworn in. Mr. Bourque entered a no contest plea on behalf of Keith P. Bourque and Mr. Tennant entered a no contest plea on behalf of T & B, LLC. A Motion was made by Mr. Wyman and seconded by Mr. Ward to accept the pleas. The Motion passed. Mr. Bourque and Mr. Tennant each gave a statement. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to fine Keith P. Bourque $500 plus administrative costs. The Motion passed. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Gibson to fine T & B, LLC $5000 plus administrative costs, reduced to $2500 plus administrative costs if licensed within 90 days. The Motion passed.

Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations and read the summary offer presented by Jimmy Greer d/b/a Dream Homes. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Gibson to deny the settlement offer. Ms. Gibson withdrew her second. A substitute Motion was made by Mr. Wyman and seconded Mr. Castjohn to accept the settlement offer and issue a cease and desist order on Jimmy Greer d/b/a Dream Homes. The Motion tied after a vote and Mr. Badeaux voted yes to break the tie. The Motion passed.
2. Tony Ferrand d/b/a Allphase 2000, LLC, Metairie, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1).
Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present. Mr. Bourque was called to the stand to review exhibits. The exhibits were filed and admitted into evidence. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to find Tony Ferrand d/b/a Allphase 2000 to be in violation. The Motion passed. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Wyman to issue the maximum fine and issue a cease and desist order. The Motion passed.
3. Graceland Properties, LLC Portable Buildings, Cunningham, Kentucky – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1).
Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations and read the settlement offer presented by Graceland Properties, LLC Portable Buildings, which included a no contest plea. A Motion was made by Mr. Castjohn and seconded by Ms. Gibson to accept the settlement offer and issue a cease and desist order until a home improvement registration is obtained. The Motion passed.
4. Faust Brothers, LLC, Chalmette, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1).
Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations. Nathan Faust was present, sworn in and entered a no contest plea. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to accept the plea. The Motion passed. Mr. Faust gave a statement. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Mr. Castjohn to fine Faust Brothers, LLC $2,000 plus administrative costs, reduced to $500 plus administrative costs if a license is obtained within 90 days. The Motion passed.
5. Bill Martin and/or The Owner/Builder Network, Shreveport, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2(A)(1)*
Ms. Hughes gave a summary of the allegations and a history of the case. Ms. LaBorde assumed the role of board attorney. Bill Martin was present and sworn in. His attorney Scott Wolf was also present. Mr. Martin entered a denial plea. Bobby Abraham was called to the stand and sworn in to review the exhibits. Mr. Wolf objected to the admissibility of various exhibits and was overruled. The exhibits and additional documents from Mr. Wolf were filed and admitted into evidence. Mr. Wolf questioned Mr. Abraham. Mr. Wolf called Mr. Martin to the stand for questioning. Ms. LaBorde questioned Mr. Martin. Investigator Scott Cordel was called to the stand, sworn in and gave a statement. A Motion was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Ward to find Bill Martin and/or The Owner/Builder Network to be in violation. The Motion passed. A Motion was made by Mr. Ward and seconded by Ms. Gibson to issue a cease and desist order and fine Bill Martin and/or The Owner/Builder Network $10,000 plus administrative costs, reduced to $5,000 plus administrative costs if licensed within 90 days. The Motion passed.
A Motion was made by Mr. Castjohn and seconded by Mr. Wyman to amend the agenda to include the residential building license application for Lamayo, which will be issued upon payment of the fine and receipt of insurance documentation. The Motion passed.
