Absent:  Mr. Danny Graham, Mr. Christopher Stuart and Mr. Art Walker were absent.


There being a quorum, the regular order of business was called.

Attending the meeting were: Michael B. McDuff, Executive Director; Judy Dupuy, Board Administrator; Judge Darrell White, Retired, Hearing Officer; Stephanie Laborde, Board Attorney; and from the staff, Bobbie Hughes, Kris Fitch, and Ms. Sharon Fabre; Compliance Investigators, Ms. Katherine Gardner, Mr. Todd Brady and Mr. Doug Traylor; Compliance Section; Ms. Bertha Jenkins and Ms. Kristin Tullier, and Ms. Keri Dupont, recording the Minutes.
Special guest in attendance was Mr. Ken Naquin with the Louisiana AGC.  

Mr. Gallo led the members and audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Judge Darrell White gave the invocation and asked for a moment of silent prayer.  

A Motion was made by Mr. Weston and seconded by Mr. Dupuy to accept the Minutes of the 
January 20, 2011 regular meeting.  The Motion passed.

Ms. Laborde introduced her assistant, Ms. Keri Dupont, to the Board Members and explained that Ms. Dupont would be recording the Minutes of the meeting and future meetings, pursuant to Ms. Dupuy’s request. 

Judge Darrell White then introduced himself, and advised those present of his duties.
NEW BUSINESS

A. JUDGMENT HEARING(S):
1. Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by Ace Plumbing and Heating, Inc. of the provisions of Louisiana R.S. 37:2150 - 2192, The Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 2158, Paragraph A (9), and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called based on information that there is a judgment which was rendered by the 14th Judicial District Court, 2010-2442, Parish of Calcasieu, State of Louisiana, on the 8th day of September, 2010, in which Mr. Deculus, as the only member and qualifying party for Ace Plumbing and Heating, Inc., holder of Commercial Contractor’s License number 33658, were ordered to “pay in the principal amount of NINE THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FORTY-FIVE DOLLARS AND 33/100 ($9,245.33) plus attorney’s fees equal to 25% of the principal award, service charges on each invoice at the per annum rate of 18% commencing twenty-five days from the date of the invoice until paid, and all costs of the proceedings in favor of LCR-M Limited Partnership.”  
Ms. Fitch read the allegations against ACE PLUMBING AND HEATING, INC., and asked if a representative was present.  
Frank White, Attorney, appeared on behalf of the Judgment Creditor, LCR-M Limited Partnership.  Mr. White stated that he has not received a response from ACE PLUMBING AND HEATING, INC. on the lawsuit or on the hearing set by the Board.  
A Motion was made by Mr. Meredith and seconded by Mr. Dupuy to give 30 days to satisfy the Judgment, and to revoke license number 33658, ACE PLUMBING AND HEATING, INC., if not timely paid.  The Motion passed. 

2. Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by Celebrity Contractors, Inc. of the provisions of Louisiana R.S.  37:2150 - 2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 115, Paragraph C, of the Rules and Regulations of the Board and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called based on information that there is a judgment which was rendered by the 7th Justice of the Peace Court, Parish of Jefferson, State of Louisiana, on the 23rd day of March, 2010, in which Celebrity Contractors, Inc., holder of Commercial Contractor’s License number 40333 was ordered to “pay in the sum of FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS AND 00/100 ($5,000.00), with 0% percent per annum interest thereon from the 23rd day of March, 2010 until paid and all costs of the suit in favor of Ms. Betty Landix.”

The parties advised the Board that this matter has been settled between them.  Accordingly, the Board took no action.  
3. Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by Kings Air & Heat, “LLC” of the provisions of Louisiana R.S. 37:2150 - 2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 115, Paragraph C, of the Rules and Regulations of the Board and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called based on information that there is a judgment which was rendered by the 14th Judicial District Court, No. 2010-004212, Parish of Calcasieu, State of Louisiana, on the 30th day of September, 2010, in which William Clayton King and King’s Air & Heat, “LLC”, holder of Commercial Contractor’s License number 51151, were ordered to “pay jointly, severally, and in solido in the principal amount of EIGHT THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED NINETY-SEVEN DOLLARS AND 19/100 ($8,197.19), plus attorney’s fees of $3,000.00, interest on each invoice at the per annum rate of 12% commencing from the thirtieth day of the month following the month of the invoice, and all costs of court in favor of Southern Pipe & Supply Company, Inc.”
            Ms. Fitch read the allegations against ACE PLUMBING AND HEATING, INC., 
and asked if a representative was present. 
Mr. Clayton King, owner of KING’S AIR & HEAT, L.L.C., came to the stand and was sworn in.  
Mr. Frank White, Attorney, appeared on behalf of the Judgment Creditor.  Mr. White explained that there has not been any payment but, after having a conference with Mr. King, asked the Board for a 60-day order.  
Mr. Weston made a Motion to give the parties 60 days to settle the matter, or immediately revoke License Number 51151, if not timely paid.  The Motion was seconded by Mr. Clouatre.  The Motion passed.  
4. Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by Malnar Electric, L.L.C. of the provisions of Louisiana R.S.  37:2150 - 2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 115, Paragraph C, of the Rules and Regulations of the Board and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called based on information that there is a judgment which was rendered by the 21st Judicial District Court, No. 2010-0000352, Division “H”, Parish of Tangipahoa, State of Louisiana, on the 27th day of September, 2010, in which to pay in the principal amount of TWENTY-NINE THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED NINETY-EIGHT DOLLARS AND 81/100 ($29,298.81) plus attorney’s fees of $1,500.00, service charges at the per annum rate of 18% on each invoice commencing thirty days from the date of the associated statement until paid, and all costs of court” in favor of Teche Electric Supply, L.L.C. 

            The parties advised the Board that this matter has been settled between them.  
Accordingly, the Board took no action.

Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by Tammany Home Builders, Inc. of the provisions of Louisiana R.S. 37:2150 - 2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 115, Paragraph C, of the Rules and Regulations of the Board and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called based on  information that there is a judgment which was rendered by the 22nd Judicial District Court, No. 2009-16847, Division “I”, Parish of St. Tammany, State of Louisiana, on the 4th day of May, 2010, in which Alberto Casteneda, Jr., Holly Egleson Casteneda, and Tammany Home Builders, Inc.,  holder of Commercial Contractor’s License number 47338, were ordered to “pay in the principal amount of FIVE THOUSAND SEVENTY-EIGHT DOLLARS AND 08/100, ($5,078.08) plus interest at the per annum rate of 18% on each unpaid invoice commencing from the twenty-fifth day of the month following the month of the invoice, attorney’s fees equal to 35% of the total of principal and interest, and all costs of the court in favor of Jackson Supply Company.” 

            Ms. Fitch read the allegations against TAMMANY HOME BUILDERS, INC., 
and asked if a representative was present. 
Holly Castaneda, Owner of TAMMANY HOME BUILDERS, INC. appeared and was sworn in.  
Mr. Frank White, Attorney, appeared on behalf of the debtor.  Mr. White stated that, after speaking with TAMMANY HOME BUILDERS, INC., he felt that a payment plan could be worked out and asked for a 60-day order.  
A Motion was made by Mr. Weston to give the parties 60 days to resole the matter, or to revoke License Number 47338, TAMMANY HOME BUILDER’S, INC., if not paid. The Motion passed.

Administrative Hearing - Consider an alleged violation by American Electrical Contractors, LLC of the provisions of Louisiana R.S.  37:2150 - 2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 115, Paragraph C, of the Rules and Regulations of the Board and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called based on information that there is a judgment which was rendered by the 19th Judicial District Court, No. 541043, Section 24, Parish of East Baton Rouge, State of Louisiana, on the 12th day of July, 2010, in which American Electrical Contractors, L.L.C., holder of inactive Commercial Contractor’s License number 24005 (which can still be renewed), was ordered to pay in favor Mr. Bob Christian. 

The parties advised the Board that this matter has been settled between them.  Accordingly, the Board took no action.

1. Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation by J. S. Rugg Construction, Inc. of the provisions of Louisiana R. S. 37:2150-2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 2158 (A,4), and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief J. S. Rugg Construction, Inc. contracted with multiple unlicensed contractors to perform a scope of work where the labor and materials combined to complete the work exceeded $50,000 on the J. R. Searcy Memorial Library project in West Monroe, Louisiana.

Ms. Hughes read the allegations against J.S. RUGG and asked if there were any representatives present.  
Steve Rugg appeared on behalf of J.S. RUGG, came to the stand, was sworn in and denied the allegations against him.
Ms. Laborde asked Mr. Rugg, Mr. Myers and Mr. Underwood if they would consent to consolidate the three matters (#1, #2 & #3 from the Agenda) as the evidence in the three matters is substantially identical.  
Mr. Rugg, Mr. Myers, and Mr. Underwood agreed to consolidate the matters.  
Ms. Laborde called Compliance Investigator, Katherine Gardner to the stand and she was sworn in.  Ms. Laborde reviewed the exhibit packets with Ms. Gardner and requested that the exhibit packets be entered into the record.  
A Motion was made by Mr. Badeaux to dismiss, which was seconded by Mr. Lambert.  The Motion passed.
2. Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation  by Jerry Myers Construction, Inc. of the provisions of Louisiana R. S. 37:2150-2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 2160 (A,1), and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief, Jerry Myers Construction, Inc. acted as a contractor to perform a scope of work on the J. R. Searcy Memorial Library project in West Monroe, Louisiana, where the cost of labor and materials combined is in an amount in excess of $50,000 without possessing a Louisiana State contractor’s license.

Ms. Hughes read the allegations against JERRY MYERS CONSTRUCTION. INC. and asked if there were any representatives present.  
Jerry Meyers appeared on behalf of JERRY MEYERS CONSTRUCTION, was sworn in and denied the allegations against him. 
Ms. Laborde asked Mr. Rugg, Mr. Myers and Mr. Underwood if they would consent to consolidate the three matters (#1, #2 & #3 from the Agenda) as the evidence in the three matters is substantially identical.  
Mr. Rugg, Mr. Myers, and Mr. Underwood agreed to consolidate the matters.  

Ms. Laborde called Compliance Investigator, Katherine Gardner to the stand and she was sworn in.  Ms. Laborde reviewed the exhibit packets with Ms. Gardner and requested that the exhibit packets be entered into the record.  

A Motion was made by Mr. Badeaux to dismiss and was seconded by Mr. Lambert.  Motion Passed.
3. Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation by West Monroe Cement Finishers, Inc. of the provisions of Louisiana R. S. 37:2150-2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 2160 (A,1), and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief, West Monroe Cement Finishers, Inc. acted as a contractor to perform a scope of work on the J. R. Searcy Memorial Library project in West Monroe, Louisiana, where the cost of labor and materials combined is in an amount in excess of $50,000 without possessing a Louisiana State contractor’s license.

Ms. Hughes read the allegations against WEST MONROE CEMENT FINISHERS, INC. and asked if there were any representatives present.  
Marvin Underwood appeared on behalf of WEST MONROE CEMENT FINISHERS, INC., was sworn in, and denied the allegations made against him.  
Ms. Laborde asked Mr. Rugg, Mr. Myers and Mr. Underwood if they would consent to consolidate the three matters (#1, #2 & #3 from the Agenda) as the evidence in the three matters is substantially identical.  
Mr. Rugg, Mr. Myers, and Mr. Underwood agreed to consolidate the matters.  

Ms. Laborde called Compliance Investigator, Katherine Gardner to the stand and she was sworn in.  Ms. Laborde reviewed the exhibit packets with Ms. Gardner and requested that the exhibit packets be entered into the record.  
A Motion was made by Mr. Badeaux to dismiss and was seconded by Mr. Lambert.  The Motion passed.
4. Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation by LANDRY’S PLUMBING of the provisions of Louisiana R. S. 37:2150-2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 2160 (A,1), and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief, Landry's Plumbing acted as a contractor to perform plumbing work at 6602 General Diaz in New Orleans, Louisiana, in the amount of $16,500.00 without possessing a Louisiana State contractor’s license.
Ms. Hughes informed the Board that a settlement was offered, and outlined the terms of the proposed settlement. 
A Motion was made by Mr. Lambert to accept the settlement offer, which was seconded by Mr. Gallo.  The Motion passed.  

5. Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation by Sam Taylor Plumbing Co. of the provisions of Louisiana R. S. 37:2150-2192, the Contractors’ Licensing Law, and in particular Section 2160 (A,1), and consideration of applicable penalties therein.  This hearing is being called for reason that on information and belief, Sam Taylor Plumbing Co. acted as a contractor to perform work on the Community School Addition - Buildings E & F project in Baton Rouge, Louisiana in the amount of $30,000.00 without possessing a Louisiana State contractor’s license.
Ms. Hughes read the allegations against SAM TAYLOR PLUMBING CO. and asked if there were any representatives present.  
Mr. Faruq Abdul Aziz, Owner and President of SAM TAYLOR PLUMBING CO. appeared, was sworn in, and denied the allegations before him. 
Ms. Hughes stated that Mr. Aziz has recently been issued a License.  

Mr. Aziz admitted to the allegations, with comments.  

Motion was made by Mr. Lambert to dismiss and seconded my Mr. Gallo.  The Motion passed.  
6. Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation by Kevin Allen Tarver of the provisions of Louisiana R.S. 37:2158 (A,5) of the State of Louisiana Contractors’ Licensing Law, in that Kevin Allen Tarver has permitted the use of Louisiana State Contractor’s license 47550 to be used by another when the other contractor does not hold a license for the classification of work for which the contract is entered, on the Winnsboro Community Center Renovation project located in Winnsboro, Louisiana.

Ms. Hughes stated that matters #6, #7 & #8 on the agenda are related matters and asked if the parties were present, and if so, asked them to come forward.  
Present were Kevin Tarver, Kevin L. Allen and Ronald Lynn Stinson.  

Ms. Hughes read the allegations.  Mr. Tarver.  Mr. Allen and Mr. Stinson each denied the allegations.  

Ms. Laborde asked the parties if they would consent to consolidate six other matters set forth on the agenda stating that, although the factual allegations vary, the legal allegations are identical.  
Mr. Tarver, Mr. Allen and Mr. Stinson stated that they have no objections to consolidate.  

Ms. Hughes called the other six dockets.

Ms. Laborde called Compliance Investigator, Katherine Gardner to the stand and she was sworn in.  Ms. Laborde reviewed the exhibit packets with Ms. Gardner and requested that the exhibit packets be entered into the record. 

A Motion was made by Mr. Meredith and seconded by Mr. Badeaux to find Mr. Tarver guilty for allowing his license to be used. 
A substitute Motion to Dismiss the allegations against Mr. Kevin Tarver was made by Mr. Lambert and seconded my Mr. Fenet.  

Mr. Lambert’s Motion to Dismiss passed.

A Motion was made by Mr. Lambert, seconded by Mr. Fenet to dismiss the allegations against Mr. Kevin Allen.  Motion passed.

A Motion was made by Mr. Lambert, seconded by Mr. Fenet to dismiss the allegations against Mr. Stinson.  Motion passed.
