NEW BUSINESS

CONTINUANCES – COMPLIANCE HEARING(S):
DAROUSE, INC.  (RL No. 893670)


Continuance - Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2158 (A,5) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, DAROUSE, INC. Hammond, Louisiana, for permitting the contractor’s license to be used by another when the other contractor does not hold a license for the classification of work for which the contract is entered at, but not limited to, 200 Bonita Street, Hammond, Tangipahoa Parish, Louisiana.

Ms. Hughes read the allegations against DAROUSE, INC. then Judge White asked if a representative of DAROUSE, INC. was present. Mr. James Bates, Attorney representing Darouse, Inc. and Mr. Jeffrey Darouse were both present.

Judge White received the exhibit packet into the record.
A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms Gibson to find DENISE ANEBERY guilty.  The Motion passed.  

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to assess DENISE ANEBERY a fine of 25% of $12,925.00 plus $500.00 Administrative Fees associated with these proceedings for a total of $3,731.25 and a cease and desist order.  The Motion passed.

Mr. Hawthorne reviewed the exhibit packet with Mr. Bourque.  Board attorney requested to submit the exhibit packet into record as legal evidence.  Judge White received the exhibit packet into the record.
A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to find FRED “RUSTY” HAVEN DBA AFFORDABLE CONTRACTORS guilty.  The Motion passed.

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to assess FRED “RUSTY” HAVEN DBA AFFORDABLE CONTRACTORS a fine of 25% of $68,377.00 plus $500.00 Administrative Fees associated with these proceedings for a total of $17,594.25 and a cease and desist order.  The Motion passed.

Continuance – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2167 Paragraph (A) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, JEFF THOMAS D/B/A CRESCENT CITY REBUILD, New Orleans, Louisiana, to construct a residence or perform home improvement at, but not limited to, 6136 South Laverne, New Orleans, Orleans Parish, Louisiana, in an amount of $85,613.00 without possessing a State Residential Building License and/or Louisiana R.S. 37:2175.2 (A) in  

that you have/or are in the process of performing home improvements in an amount in excess of $7,500.00 without being registered as a State Home Improvement Contractor.
Ms. Hughes read the allegations against JEFF THOMAS D/B/A CRESCENT CITY REBUILD then asked if a representative of JEFF THOMAS D/B/A CRESCENT CITY REBUILD was present.  Mr. Jeff Thomas was present.
Mr. Thomas came to the stand and sworn in.  Mr. Thomas stated his attorney was not present and requested a continuance. 
A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to accept the request of JEFF THOMAS DBA CRESCENT CITY REBUILD to continue this matter until next month. The Motion passed.
G.O.D. HOME IMPROVEMENT, LLC (Unlicensed)

Continuance – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2175.2 Paragraph (A) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, G.O.D. HOME IMPROVEMENT, LLC, Harvey, Louisiana, for acting as a home improvement contractor to perform work at, but not limited to, 7052 Lake Willow Drive, New Orleans, Orleans Parish, Louisiana, in an amount of $22,566.70 without being registered as a State Home Improvement Contractor.
Ms. Hughes read the allegations against G.O.D. HOME IMPROVEMENT, LLC then asked if a representative of G.O.D. HOME IMPROVEMENT, LLC was present.  Mr. Sidney M. Moore, Sr. was present.  
Mr. Moore was called to the stand and sworn in.  Ms. Hughes summarized the complaint which the staff had received.  Mr. Moore denied the violation.   
Mr. Hawthorne called Investigator Mr. Charles Ullo to the stand and was sworn in. Mr. Hawthorne questioned Mr. Ullo regarding his duties as a Compliance Investigator and his investigatory findings.  Mr. Hawthorne reviewed the exhibit packet with Mr. Ullo.  

Mr. Moore gave statement that he did not have a license at that time.
A MOTION was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Dugas to find G.O.D. HOME IMPROVEMENT, LLC guilty.  The Motion passed.


A MOTION was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Dugas to assess G.O.D. HOME IMPROVEMENT, LLC a fine of $1,000.00 plus $500.00 Administrative Fees associated with these proceedings for a total of $1,500.00.  The Motion passed.

Ms. Hughes read the allegations against JASON JINKS then asked if a representative of JASON JINKS was present.  There was no response.

Mr. Hawthorne called Investigator Page Fretwell to the stand and was sworn in.  Mr. Hawthorne reviewed her duties as a Compliance Investigator and his investigatory findings.  Mr. Hawthorne reviewed the exhibit packet with Ms. Fretwell. Board attorney requested to submit the exhibit packet into record as legal evidence.  Judge White received the exhibit packet into the record.
A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to find JASON JINKS guilty.   The Motion  passed.

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to assess JASON JINKS a fine of 25% of $9,000.00 plus $500.00 Administrative Fees associated with these proceedings for a total of $2,750.00 and a cease and desist order.  The Motion passed.

SOUTHERN BUILDERS & ASSOCIATES, LLC (Unlicensed)
Continuance – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2175.2 Paragraph (A) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, SOUTHERN BUILDERS & ASSOCIATES, LLC, Baton Rouge, Louisiana, for acting as a home improvement contractor to perform work at, but not limited to, 615 Ringgold Avenue ($10,600.00) & Rural Route 5, Box 118, ($16,800.00), Coushatta, Red River Parish, Louisiana, in an amount to total $27,400.00 without being registered as a State Home Improvement Contractor.  
Ms. Hughes read the allegations against SOUTHERN BUILDERS & ASSOCIATES, LLC then asked if a representative of SOUTHERN BUILDERS & ASSOCIATES, LLC was present.  Mr. Troy Guevara was present.
Mr. Guevara was called to the stand and sworn in.  Ms. Hughes summarized the complaint from received from the homeowner.  Mr. Guevara pleaded no contest.  Ms. Hughes informed the board members that the contractor previously had a home improvement license which had lapsed.  Mr. Guevara provided documents which had been mailed in previously but were returned unprocessed.   
A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to accept the No Contest plea of SOUTHERN BUILDERS & ASSOCIATES, LLC. The Motion passed.

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to dismiss the allegations against SOUTHERN BUILDERS & ASSOCIATES, LLC, no fine was assessed. The Motion passed.

Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2167 Paragraph (A) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, EARL CLARK D/B/A CLARK ENTERPRISES, Bogalusa, Louisiana, to construct a residence or perform home improvements at, but not limited to, 1844 Charlevoix Street, Bogalusa, Washington Parish, Louisiana, in an amount of $98,748.70 without possessing a State Residential Building License.

Ms. Hughes read the allegations against EARL CLARK D/B/A CLARK ENTERPRISES then asked if a representative of EARL CLARK D/B/A CLARK ENTERPRISES was present.  Mr. Earl Clark was present.
Mr. Clark came to the stand, sworn in and pleaded no contest to the allegations.  Mr. Clark disputed the amounts and documents included in the exhibit packet. Mr. Dugas called Investigator Carl Bourque to the stand and he was sworn in.  Board members, Investigator and Mr. Clark reviewed and discussed the exhibit packet containing documents which were of other construction project locations. Mr. Clark and office staff reviewed all documents which Ms. Hughes addressed the board of their findings after completion.
A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to accept the No Contest plea of EARL CLARK D/B/A CLARK ENTERPRISES. The Motion passed.

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to dismiss the allegations against,  EARL CLARK D/B/A CLARK ENTERPRISES, no fine was assessed. The Motion passed.

Ms. Hughes in continuing with agenda made statement that items B & C are companion matters.
PRECAST BUILDING SOLUTIONS, LLC (Unlicensed)

Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2167 Paragraph (A) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, PRECAST BUILDING SOLUTIONS, LLC, New Orleans, Louisiana, to construct a residence or perform home improvements at, but not limited to, 2930 Banks Street, ($150,000.00), 3245 De Saix Blvd., ($120,000.00), 1605 Charlton Drive, ($275,000.00), 4752 Press Drive ($205,155,00), New Orleans, Orleans Parish & 1807 Benjamin, ($10,000.00 Retainage Fee), Arabi, St. Bernard Parish, Louisiana, in an amount of $760,155.00 without possessing a State Residential Building License.

Ms. Hughes read the allegations against PRECAST BUILDING SOLUTIONS, LLC then asked if a representative of PRECAST BUILDING SOLUTIONS, LLC was present.  Mr. Brian Opert was present.
Mr. Opert came to the stand, was sworn in and denied the allegations against PRECAST BUILDING SOLUTIONS, LLC.  Mr. Opert presented materials requesting submittal for evidence.     Board attorney objected to admission of any records that are not contained already in custody of the board.  

Board Attorney called Investigator Todd Brady to the stand and he was sworn in. Mr. Hawthorne reviewed his duties as a Compliance Investigator and his investigatory findings.  Mr. Hawthorne reviewed the exhibit packet with Mr. Brady. Mr. Opert questioned Mr. Bady and disputed certain item specifics of names, titles, amounts and dates in the letters, materials and exhibits.  Mr. Dugas questioned Mr. Opert if he was licensed. Mr. Opert responded he was not licensed.
Mr. Hawthorne called Witness Mr. Duane J. David to the stand and he was sworn in. The board attorney identified certain items in the exhibit packet and confirmed with the witness that those to be factual documents pertained to his business matters with Mr. Opert.  Mr. David had no objections.  Mr. Opert then proceeded to question the witness.
Mr. Hawthorne called Witness Mr. Eddie Beard to the stand and he sworn in.  The board attorney identified certain items in the exhibit packet and confirmed with the witness that those to be factual documents pertained to his business matters with Mr. Opert.  Mr. Beard had no objections.  Mr. Opert then proceeded to question the witness.  
Board attorney requested to submit the exhibit packet into record as legal evidence.  Judge White stated that packet would be admitted into record.
A MOTION was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Dugas to find PRECAST BUILDING SOLUTIONS, LLC guilty.  The Motion passed.



A MOTION was made by Ms. Gibson and seconded by Mr. Dugas to assess PRECAST BUILDING SOLUTIONS, LLC a fine of $20,000.00 plus $500.00 Administrative Fees associated with these proceedings for a total of $20,500.00 and a cease and desist order.  The Motion passed.

NOLA HOME CONSTRUCTION, LLC (RL #880164)

Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2167 Paragraph (A) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, NOLA HOME CONSTRUCTION, LLC, New Orleans, Louisiana, to construct a residence at, but not limited to, 1605 Charlton Drive ($275,000.00), 5155 Marigny Street ($360,000.00), 833 Navarre Avenue ($79,000.00), 729 Hidalgo Street ($75,000.00) & 5467 Marcia Avenue ($162,500.00), New Orleans, Orleans Parish, in an amount of $951,500.00 without possessing a State Residential Building License.  Also, to consider an alleged violation of Louisiana R.S. 37:2158 (A,2) whereby the applicant willfully misrepresented a material fact in obtaining a license, and Louisiana R.S. 37:2158 (A,9) problems relating to the ability of the contractor, its qualifying party, or any of its principal shareholders to engage in the business of contracting as demonstrated by their prior contracting experience.

Mr. Hawthorne called Investigator Todd Brady to the stand and he was sworn in.  Mr. Hawthorne reviewed his duties as a Compliance Investigator and his investigatory findings.  Mr. Hawthorne reviewed the exhibit packet with Mr. Brady. Board attorney requested to submit the exhibit packet into record as legal evidence.  Judge White received the exhibit packet into the record.
A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to find NOLA HOME CONSTRUCTION, LLC guilty.  The Motion passed.

A MOTION was made by Mr. Dugas and seconded by Ms. Gibson to assess NOLA HOME CONSTRUCTION, LLC a fine of 3% of $360,000.00 plus four (4) remaining addresses multiplied by $1,000.00 each plus $500.00 Administrative Fees associated with these proceedings for a total of $15,300.00, a cease and desist order and immediately revoke Residential License Number 880164.  The Motion passed.

Mr. Barnes came to the stand, was sworn in and pleaded no contest.  Ms. Hughes summarized the complaint received from the homeowners.  Mr. Barnes informed the board in his effort to work with the homeowner to their satisfaction.

Administrative Hearing – Consider an alleged violation of LA R.S. 37:2175.2 Paragraph (A) of the Contractors’ Licensing Law by, JAMES J.
