They would like to move those dates ahead 6 months to February 2018 and the cure date to April 01, 2018. The new deadline would be April 30, 2018. Port Attorney Jacque Pucheu will review the lease extension and possibly have it ready to present by the Executive Committee Meeting on Monday, August 21st. Congressman Ralph Abraham attended the meeting and said if MRT and/or the Port so desired he could provide some assistance in trying to get the Corps moving on this project.
