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ASSESSOR RHYN DUPLECHAIN:


Assessor Duplechain thanked the Board for his invitation to attend the meeting and talked briefly about a couple of possible expansions of businesses in the parish. Delek has applied for a 156 million dollar expansion and Savoie Sausage on a 10 million dollar project. Both of these businesses could qualify for the Industrial Tax Exemption in which they would get a tax exemption on 80% of the investment and 20% would go to local government.
OTHER BUSINESS:
ST. LANDRY CHAMBER OF COMMERCE:

The St. Landry Parish Chamber of Commerce will be having their 100th Anniversary Gala on March 22nd at the Evangeline Downs Event Center. The cost is $60.00 per person.
CABOT LEASE:


Port Attorney Jacque Pucheu reported that the new lease with Cabot has been signed.  The notice of the lease will be recorded in the Clerk of Court’s office at the parish courthouse. A copy will be available at the Port office. They are also up to date on all payments.
MRT:


Jacque has received the 8th amended lease, approved by the Commissioners, extending MRT’s lease for 2 years on the 34 acres. So far at this time there are no cure obligations on this amended lease. The final draft may be available for one of the committee meetings in the next 2 weeks.

CARPORT COVER:


Commissioner Paul DiCapo would like to get Shane Vidrine to give the Port an estimate on extending the carport cover to include the handicap parking space. Commissioner Clovis Cornelius would also like to get an estimate on lighting for the cover.
