Commissioners present agreed unanimously.
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BOAT LAUNCH PROJECT:


Gary reported that the lawsuit on the Boat Launch is over and the satisfaction of judgement has been filed. The clerk, of course, will cancel the judgement. The payment to LEC was $31,250.00. The Port and the Town of Krotz Springs each paid $15,625.00. The payment to BellTech was $149,063.96. The Port and the Town each paid $74,531.98. The payment to the St. Landry Parish Clerk of Court for the cost was $6,637.22. The Port and the Town will each pay $3,318.81. At this point, the only possible cost left would be a final bill from Attorney Steven Loeb and again the Town of Krotz Springs would split that bill with the Port as well. The payments to LEC, BellTech, and the Clerk of Court totaled $186,951.00. The Port paid $93,475.00 as well as the Town of Krotz Springs.
OTHER BUSINESS:

ALON REFINERY:


Alon is looking at Dock 1 which is there floating dock that sank last year. They are looking at testing and recommissioning that dock. That dock will be put back into operation. On Dock 4, they are about to do some bank stabilization with some rock. Alon will also reevaluate possibly reopening the truck rack located on the hill. They have also said that in 2015 they will do a major maintenance turnaround in the refinery. 
DECEMBER RECEPTION:


The invitations for the Port’s Annual December Reception will be mailed the week before Thanksgiving. The Regular Monthly Meeting that day will begin at 4:30pm instead of the usual 5:00pm to allow the Port to have a short meeting and then go over and begin to welcome our guests at the reception.
