TIMBER BIDS:

Port Attorney James Lopez said that he would join with Mr. Suire and recommend that the Board accept the offer of the highest bid of $42,751.00.

OTHER BUSINESS:
MID RIVER TERMINAL:

The survey is still ongoing on their property. They ran into a little problem because Alon had an encroachment on the property they are leasing. They have a butane sphere that is located on the property being surveyed and takes up approximately one acre of property. Negotiations are being done with Alon to determine how to work it out on that piece of property. MRT has agreed to let them carve out that acre where the sphere is located. The Port will end up doing a separate lease with Alon on that acre. Gary also reported that by the time the survey is completed, it may add 7 or 8 acres to the property MRT wants to lease 
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from the Port which could significantly increase their rent.
The next meeting date was scheduled for November 03, 2014. There being no
further business, Commissioner Kirt Soileau motioned for the meeting to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Monita Reed.
