OTHER BUSINESS:

MID RIVER TERMINALS:


Port Attorney James Lopez reported that the survey will show that there were some issues that had to be corrected and it appears there will be no problem to straighten these out. In the list of title issues, there were 22 different items. Mr. Lopez has responded to those with what we propose to cure them. For example, there were several leases which were done back in the 1970’s, such as United Gas Piepline, Permian Corporation and the Ortis Boat Company, of which there was never a formal act filed to cancel them. They have approved a form of an affidavit to Gary that says there has been no use of these sites in the last 20 years. One of the big issues was that they put as an exception the flowage rights for the river. MRT will waive that exception for the Port. Mr. Lopez has asked that MRT grant the Port a 30 day extension to cure all the title problems and they have agreed to do so.
