MID RIVER TERMINALS:


All Commissioners present were given a copy of a letter from MRT’s attorney, Mr. Ralph Chustz, on the lease renewal for the 2nd year which also included a rental calculation. Commissioners also received copies of the two checks the Port received from MRT for the property in which one was in the amount of $40,148.00 and the other was $1,362.00. Port Attorney James Lopez reported that he has asked Mr. Chustz to give the Port an updated title commitment which basically will get straight what they have handled kind of on an informal basis. With the exception of about five titles, all title issues have been cured. The big ones that still remain are the ones with the Corps of Engineers on the mineral rights issue and with Alon on the sphere issue.
