LEASE PROPOSAL:


The Port has received a lease proposal from a company that could be very substantial for the Port. Port Attorney James Lopez and Gary have spoken with representatives for the potential tenant and a meeting has been set up with them for next week. They would like to lease a large portion of the Port property that is available. This is sort of unusual because at this point the people that are representing them are not able to tell the Port the actual name of the company that is interested in doing the lease and not able to disclose what they will be using the property for. The reasoning for this being is that they want to get further along in the project before revealing this information. It would be a long term lease. In the first year, it would be basically to study the property, do the surveys, and get possible permits they may need. If that works out, they would then move to the construction phase and they pay a little bit more per year for that. Once they are finished with the construction and go online with the plan, the lease converts to a term of 30 years with an option of another 30 years. There is a cash rent per year and a thruput charge.
