accept the JUNE 15, 2015 Executive Committee Meeting minutes as written. All Commissioners present agreed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS:
MID RIVER TERMINAL:


Port Attorney James Lopez reported that he has received the title commitment from MRT. There are two points on the commitment that are most important to the Port and something new. The first one being that the Port cannot, by statute, do a lease for more than 40 years and MRT’s lease goes for more than 40 years. Fidelity Title Company, who is doing the title work for MRT, has asked that the Port participate with MRT to ask the legislators to amend the act in the special session to cover the additional time. The other point is that the way the statute was first drafted for the Port, along with other Ports, leaves some question as to whether or not the Port can lease land and then let someone build on it. Several other ports have amended their statutes to make it clear that that can be done. The title company has asked that if there can be approval to fix the term to go ahead and fix this issue too.

The engagement letter has been signed with John Dowling to begin our yearly Port audit.

The Port office building was underinsured so replacement coverage has been increased.
Alon is still scheduled to have their turnaround to begin in mid October and will last 

6-8 weeks. They are expected to have about 800 contractors in the refinery in addition to their regular employees.
