OTHER BUSINESS:

ALON REFINERY:


Alon held a meeting this week to discuss the turnaround which they say is the biggest done there since 2009. They will be doing some maintenance work and minor improvements to their facility. They are currently in the pre-turnaround phase with about a couple hundred extra people (contractors) in the refinery. On September 25th, they plan to shut down the first unit and from then on will have about 1600 contractors (800 – day shift & 800 – night shift) in the refinery in addition to the Alon employees. It expects to run through the first week of November with a post turnaround period afterwards. 
MID RIVER TERMINAL:


MRT is getting close to making their announcement. They have announced a save the date of Wednesday, September 30th. There will be more details to follow. They will probably be discussing their barge terminal project and the liquid and storage blending. Prior to this, they would like to meet with the Full Board to do a presentation on the project.
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Port Attorney James Lopez reported that they have finally gotten AT&T to release the servitude for the whole piece of property being leased. Mr. Robert Wolfe is currently trying to work out a few things with a couple of the pipelines.
NATIONAL WATERWAYS CONFERENCE:


All Commissioners present, who are attending the National Waterways Conference, received there packet with a conference itinerary, conference registration, and hotel confirmation.
