LEASE PROPOSAL:


Port Attorney James Lopez reported that the Port has received a lease proposal. They had a meeting and went through the lease point by point and told the representatives for the potential tenant the issues and concerns the Port may have. It was explained to them that they were simply talking to them at this point because the matter has to be approved by the whole Board and the Board had concerns about not disclosing the name of the tenant and exactly what the product was. The stuff they put into the lease was very broad. There Attorney Mr. Ralph Chustz has made it clear that it is a product that deals with petroleum. They hope that at the March Board Meeting they will be able to disclose more of what the company is and what the project is. They are, at this time, not planning to make a public announcement. They would like to get the Governor’s office involved when that is done. The rental will be both a fixed rental and the thruput charge will be so much per barrel.
