BOAT RAMP AGREEMENT:


All Commissioners present had a copy of a proposed lease agreement between the Port and the Town of Krotz Springs on the boat ramp. The lease would be for 5 years with an option for 5 years. The pay would be $100.00 per year. The boat ramp would be maintained by the Town of Krotz Springs and they would furnish the Port with a certificate of insurance policy for $500,000.00 which is the maximum allowed for the Town to get. The Town has inspected the boat ramp and will assume the boat ramp as is and will assume full responsibility for it and agrees to hold no faults.
