 REGULAR MEETING OF THE LAKE PROVIDENCE PORT COMMISSION

HELD ON SEPTEMBER 16, 2015
The Lake Providence Port Commission met in regular session on Wednesday, September 16, 2015 at 8:00 a.m. in the Port Commission office at the Lake Providence Port.


Officers present were Jim Thom, President, and Francis Lensing, Secretary-Treasurer. Jerry King, Vice President was absent. Commissioners Wallace Oliver and Prince Robinson were present. Commissioner Roger Clement was absent. Neil Martin and Marvin Collins with Terral RiverService, Lee Denny, Deputy Port Director and Wyly Gilfoil, Port Director, were also present.


On a motion by Mr. Robinson and second by Mr. Oliver, the Commission approved the minutes from the meetings held on 19 August, 2015.


The financial report for the period ending August 31, 2015, was approved on a motion by Mr. Oliver and seconded by Mr. Lensing.

The bills for September, 2015, were approved as presented on a motion by Mr. Oliver and seconded by Mr. Robinson.

Mr. Gilfoil presented project reports on construction in progress and in design.   Work on tie replacement began in Arkansas and will proceed south. Bids were opened 25 August on the rail section from Hwy 2 to the Highway Barn. Low bidder was Pointer Smith with a bid of $1,971,686.20 (Engineer’s Estimate $1,794,319.00). There were 3 other bids. Engineer recommends award to Pointer Smith subject to the approval of FPC, EDA and DRA. On a motion by Mr. Oliver and second by Mr. Lensing, the Commission authorized the award of contract to Pointer Smith. A Notice of Compliance with State Bid Law was passed on a motion by Mr. Lensing and second by Mr. Oliver.  The Commission approved the project report on a motion by Mr. Robinson and seconded by Mr. Oliver.

In other business, Mr. Denny gave a report on marketing efforts of the Port and East Carroll industrial sites. Mr. Denny informed the Commission that Continental Rail has purchased the DSR Railroad. Mr. Martin identified the need for dock repair from allusion and corroded braces. 
The Commission adjourned at 8:40 a.m. on a motion by Mr. Lensing and seconded by Mr. Oliver.
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
