 REGULAR MEETING OF THE LAKE PROVIDENCE PORT COMMISSION

HELD ON DECEMBER 16, 2015
The Lake Providence Port Commission met in regular session on Wednesday, December 16, 2015 at 8:00 a.m. in the Port Commission office at the Lake Providence Port.


Officers present were Jim Thom, President, and Jerry King, Vice President. Francis Lensing (proxy), Secretary-Treasurer was absent. Commissioner Roger Clement was present. Commissioners Wallace Oliver and Prince Robinson were absent. Jimmy Gunter with Terral RiverService, Lee Denny, Deputy Port Director and Wyly Gilfoil, Port Director, were also present.


On a motion by Mr. Clement and second by Mr. King, the Commission approved the minutes from the meeting held on 18 November, 2015.


The financial report for the period ending 30 November 2015, was approved on a motion by Mr. King and seconded by Mr. Clement.

The bills for December, 2015, were approved as presented on a motion by Mr. Clement and seconded by Mr. King.

Mr. Gilfoil presented project reports on construction in progress and in design.   Work on tie replacement began in Arkansas and will proceed south. The Work Order for Phase II RR Rehab started 7 December. The Pre Bid meeting for Phase III Bridge Rehab was held 17 Nov.  Bid opening for Phase III RR Bridge Rehab is scheduled for 30 Dec. The dock is in need of emergency repair. A meeting was held in Vidalia last week with River, Buchart, TRS and the Port to discuss the initial design of the dock repair. All agreed on the path by River. The Commission approved the project report on a motion by Mr. King and seconded by Mr. Clement.

In other business, Mr. Denny gave a report on marketing efforts of the Port and East Carroll industrial sites and the development of a port website. On a motion by Mr. Clement and second by Mr. King, the Commission declared the dock repair as an emergency. The Commission authorized a lease amendment to Big River Grain on a motion by Mr. Clement and second by Mr. King. On a motion by Mr. Clement and second by Mr. King, the Commission authorized a lease amendment with Terral RiverService on the dock/bulk pad lease.
