The Board of Commissioners (“Board”) of the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District (“District”) met in special session at the District’s office at 800 Youngs Road, Morgan City, Louisiana on May 22, 2013 at 12:01 p.m. President Jerry Gauthier convened the meeting with Commissioners Deborah Garber, Joseph Foret, R. Scott Melancon, Duane Lodrigue and Tim Matthews, Sr. in attendance.  Gregory Aucoin, Thomas Ackel and William Pecoraro were absent.  Also present at the meeting were Jerry Hoffpauir, Executive Director; Cindy Cutrera, Manager of Economic Development; Tori Henry, Administrative Assistant, Gerard Bourgeois, Board Attorney and members of the public.
Mr. Knobloch reported on the bids or proposals received for the Equipment, Installation and Commissioning for a Visual & Electronic Transmission Surveillance System, Project No: 2013-PSGP09-01, as per FY 2009 Port Security Grant Program.  He reported the lowest, qualified bidder was American Integration Contractors, LLC (AIC) and that he recommends the award.
Mrs. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. Melancon, to authorize Mr. Gauthier and Mr. Hoffpauir to be authorized to sign the Notice of Award, Notice to Proceed, Contract, and that the following resolution be adopted, which motion carried unanimously.

WHEREAS, the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District (“District) has received bids on May 16, 2013 at 12:00 p.m. for its Equipment, Installation, and Commissioning for a Visual & Electronic Transmission System, District Project No:  2013-PSGP09-01; and 

WHEREAS, Knobloch Professional Services, L.L.C., the District’s Homeland Security consultant has recommended the award of the contract for this project to the lowest qualified bidder:  American Integration Contractors, LLC.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District at a Special Meeting, assembled on this 22nd day of May, 2013, that the Bid in the Amount of $334,017.08 by American Integration Contractors, LLC. be accepted and a contract be awarded to American Integration Contractors, LLC.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Jerry A. Gauthier, President, and Jerry L. Hoffpauir, Executive Director, individually, be and is hereby authorized and directed to do any and all acts and things on behalf and in the name of the District that he deems necessary, proper, or that may be required in regards to the award and execution of said contract.
