PROCEEDINGS OF A SPECIAL MEETING OF

THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF

THE MORGAN CITY HARBOR AND TERMINAL DISTRICT

November 26, 2014
The Board of Commissioners (“Board”) of the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District (“District”) met in special session at the District’s office at 800 Youngs Road, Morgan City, Louisiana on November 26, 2014 at 12:05 p.m. President Jerry Gauthier convened the meeting with Commissioners R. Scott Melancon, Joseph Foret, Duane Lodrigue and Tim Matthews, Sr. in attendance.  Deborah Garber, Thomas Ackel, Joseph Cain and Gary Duhon were absent.  Also present at the meeting were Raymond Wade, Executive Director; Cindy Cutrera, Manager of Economic Development; Gerard Bourgeois, Board Attorney, along with members of the general public.
The meeting was called to order and the presence of a quorum was noted.  Mr. Gauthier led the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
Mr. Wade stated that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss and take action on the Governmental Operations and Emergency Center for certification of bidding and award for the project. Mr. Bourgeois reported that both Carl Blum and Walt Adams concurred that the low bid  submitted by M.D. Descant, LLC, should be accepted.
Mr. Bourgeois then requested that, pending approval from Facility Planning and Control,  the Board authorize the award of the Governmental Operations and Emergency Center Phase II, to M.D. Descant, LLC, along with Alternates 1, 2, and 3 and along with the change order that will come in order to get back in line with budget.  A motion was made by Mr. Melancon and seconded by Mr. Matthews that the bid of M.D. Descant, LLC be accepted and that the following resolution be adopted.  Motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION FOR AWARD OF PROJECT

WHEREAS, the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District (“District) has received bids on November 20, 2014 at 2:00 p.m. for its Government Operations and Emergency Center, which is identified by Louisiana Facility Planning and Control under Project No. 36-P15-13-01; and 

WHEREAS, Carl Blum., the District’s Architect, has recommended the award of the contract for this project to the lowest qualified bidder:  M.D. Descant, LLC.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District at a Special Meeting, assembled on this 25th day of November that the Base Bid in the Amount of $7,540,000 by M.D. Descant, LLC. be accepted, a contract be awarded to M.D. Descant, LLC. and the District provide all appropriate funding needed to award the base bid, alternate 1, 2 and 3 and any change orders for said Government Operations and Emergency Center.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Raymond M. Wade, Executive Director be and is hereby authorized and directed to do any and all acts and things on behalf and in the name of the District that he deems necessary, proper, or that may be required in regards to the award and execution of said contract and approval of any or all alternates and any related change order.
Mr. Bourgeois then asked the Board to adopt a resolution stating that the District had complied with Public Bid Law.  It was moved by Mr. Foret and seconded by Mr. Lodrigue to certify compliance with the public bid law and that the following resolution be adopted.  Motion carried unanimously.
RESOLUTION CERTIFYING COMPLIANCE WITH THE PUBLIC BID LAWS
Whereas, the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District (“District”)  has solicited bids for its Government Operations and Emergency Center, which is identified by Louisiana Facility Planning and Control under Project No. 36-P15-13-01 in accordance with the current bid laws of the state of Louisiana, including, but not limited to R.S. 38:2211 et. seq.; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Morgan City Harbor and Terminal District, in Special session, assembled on this 25th day of November, 2014, do hereby certify that the bidding procedures comply with Louisiana Revised Statutes 38:2211, et. seq.

BE IT FURTHUR RESOLVED that Raymond M. Wade, Executive Director be and is hereby authorized and directed to do any and all acts and things on behalf and in the name of the District that he deems necessary, proper, or that may be required in regards to the certification of said bidding.
