
PROCEEDINGS OF THE PORT COMMISSION OF THE PARISH OF WEST FELICIANA, STATE OF LOUISIANA, TAKEN AT A REGULAR MEETING HELD ON MONDAY, APRIL 14, 2014.


The Port Commission of the Parish of West Feliciana, State of Louisiana, met in regular session in the Conference Room of the Police Jury Governmental Building, 5934 Commerce Street, St. Francisville, Louisiana on Monday, April 14, 2014 at Five-Thirty (5:30) o’clock p.m.
The following members were present: Commissioners Z. David DeLoach, Greg Ferris, Andrew A. Grezaffi, III [arrived at 5:45 p.m.], Paul A. Lambert, Jr., David Opperman and Leonard J. Sullivan.
There was absent: Commissioner Robert B. Fisher.
The Port Commission of the Parish of West Feliciana, State of Louisiana, was duly convened by the Vice President who then stated that the Commission was ready for the transaction of business.
The Commission, upon a motion of Mr. DeLoach, seconded by Mr. Sullivan approved the agenda items for consideration and action. 
Upon a motion of Mr. DeLoach, seconded by Mr. Opperman, the minutes of the February 10, 2014 meeting were approved as written.
The Commission still has two vacant seats (Parish Council and Sheriff, School Board President and Assessor) on the Commission and was informed that a letter to local churches was distributed to make residents aware of the vacancies. 

The Commission learned that the April 1st filing deadline for the approved revised meeting schedule was missed; however, other opportunities to make the change will be pursued prior to the close of the Legislative session. 

A breakdown of the FY 2014-15 budget which runs July 1, 2014 to June 30th, 2015 was reported and will soon be presented to the Council for approval.

There were no Committee Reports and letters to the both entities notifying them of the vacancies will be distributed.

The Port Commission stood adjourned until the June 9, 2014 regular meeting at 5:30 p.m. at its regular meeting place.
