We charge $1,000 for 8" and larger pipelines on top of the levee, and Mr. Tyson asked if we can charge the same for these pipelines going under our levee.  Some commissioners felt it might need to be raised from that amount.  President John Grezaffi said he feels we should stick with the fee for this request, but change it in the future if we so decide.  Commissioner Bill Flynn said he feels we should redo it so that it is determined by the foot, the same way landowners are paid.  Commissioner Earl Matherne moved, seconded by Commissioner Gerald Alexander and unanimously carried to charge the same amount under the levee as for on the surface for this request.  

This will be added to the agenda of the Executive Committee to discuss pricing for future requests.  Commissioner Gerald Alexander asked Mr. Will Tyson to check with other levee boards to see what they charge before the executive committee meeting.
