Southwest Quarter (SW ¼) of Section 18, Township 9 South, Range 8 East,

Southwestern Land District, containing 160 acres, more or less.

Said bids will be publicly opened at the office of said Board in Port Allen, Louisiana on April 4, 2018, at 4:00 p.m.

The said property will be leased for hunting and fishing purposes only (the taking of alligators excluded), as one tract, for a period of five (5) years.
