Mr. Tyson said that in reference to the right of entry request with the Pointe Coupee Seepage levee repair project, he feels it may be unnecessary as most of the landowners were previously notified.  Commissioner Glenn Angelle moved, seconded by Commissioner Cory Chustz and unanimously carried to approve the project subject to final review by the Executive Director and President with the Corps of Engineers to determine its necessity. 

Commissioner Karen Jewell moved, seconded by Commissioner Harry Marionneaux and unanimously carried to approve a right of entry for survey, soil borings and studies for Smithland to LaCour in Pointe Coupee Parish, subject to notification of landowners. 

Mr. Tyson advised the commissioners of several key points that have been developed to be used when we meet with our Congressional Delegation in Washington. Commissioner Barry Soileau said his Senator will be coming in May and he will notify Will when the date is set, so that we can meet with him.

Commissioner Gerald Alexander asked if the potato levee could be raised.  President John Grezaffi said the farmers in the area had done a lot of the work, but that levee is really not in our district.
