The second item for discussion under Legal Matters was in reference to a request from FAS to further describe the 10 acre parcel in their current lease.  Commissioner Gerald Alexander asked if we should vote to add this item to the agenda, since it was not on the agenda originally mailed to the commissioners.  However, Mr. Marionneaux said he did not think that would be necessary in this case.  Mr. William Tyson said FAS needs to correct the language in their current lease to more accurately describe the parcel of land included in the lease.
