1. Discuss supplemental health insurance – Mr. Will Tyson advised the committee that Ms. Elizabeth Minvielle of Brown and Brown Insurance is present at the meeting to answer any questions the Commissioners may have during the discussion.  He reported that the insurance coverage for our employees through the Office of Group Benefits for the upcoming year has a significant loss of coverage.  He said he and the staff met with Ms. Minvielle to discuss developing a gap insurance policy to help offset the cost of deductibles and co-insurance for the upcoming year.  The cost is based on our current enrollment in insurance, and would apply to any of the policies our employees pick through the Office of Group Benefits.  The gap policy does increase coverage to include a dental and vision plan, as well as offset the deductible and higher co-payments.  After discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Moise LeBlanc, seconded by Commissioner Cory Chustz and unanimously carried to accept the proposal for gap insurance through Brown and Brown Insurance.

2.   Amend 2014-2015 Budget – Mr. Tyson reviewed several items that were amended on the budget, including the addition of the proposed gap insurance policy. Commissioner Moise LeBlanc moved, seconded by Commissioner Earl Matherne and unanimously carried to amend the 2014-2015 budget.  

There being no further business before the committee, upon motion by Commissioner Earl Matherne and unanimously carried the meeting adjourned.
