Paula Weeks called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m. in the Conference Room of the Board office located at 18550 Highland Road, Suite B, Baton Rouge, Louisiana.  Emily Efferson, Administrator, was present for the meeting.  Tavis Piattoly, RD, LDN, arrived at 1:22 p.m.
Roll call was conducted by Paula Weeks.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:
There was no public present to make comments.

AGENDA:
Motion was made by Beth Fontenot, seconded by Terry Compton and unanimously carried, to approve the agenda as presented.
MINUTES:
Motion was made by Terry Compton, seconded by Jeanine Latham and unanimously carried, to approve the minutes of the June 24, 2011 meeting as presented.
FINANCIAL:

Financial statements for the periods ending June 30, 2011 and August 31, 2011
Members of the board reviewed the financial statements prepared by Susan Sevario, CPA, for the periods ending June 30, 2011 and August 31, 2011.  Emily Efferson advised the board that the fiscal year ended with expenses over revenue totaling $6,272.59.  The following factors attributed to the negative balance, unexpected departure of an employee and the hire of a new employee that opted in for health insurance, promulgation of new rules, and unanticipated legal expenses.
COMPLIANCE HEARING:
Leah Savoy requested a compliance hearing in order to address her unlicensed practice of dietetics and nutrition.  Ms. Savoy advised the board that she has encountered several life-affecting challenges over the last three years.  She did not realize that she had not renewed her license.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Motion was made by Beth Fontenot, seconded by Tavis Piattoly and unanimously carried, to move in to Executive Session at 1:40 p.m. for the following reasons:

to discuss the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of a person, provided that such person is notified in writing at least twenty-four hours before the meeting,

for investigative proceedings regarding allegations of misconduct, or any other matter now provided for or as may be provided for by the legislature.

Motion was made by Terry Compton, seconded by Beth Fontenot and unanimously carried, to come out of Executive Session at 2:10 p.m. to make the following motions:
Compliance Hearing – Leah Savoy

Motion was made by Tavis Piattoly, seconded by Beth Fontenot and unanimously carried, to grant Leah Savoy full licensure conditional of her submission of a current CDR card and her agreement to enter a Consent Agreement and Order with the board.  The Consent Agreement and Order is a resolution of Ms. Savoy’s violation of Louisiana law which requires one to be licensed to practice dietetics and nutrition.  Sanctions will include, passing the Open Book Examination, paying a fine of $1,000.00, publication of the Order on the LBEDN website, as well as notification to the National Practitioner Data Bank-Healthcare Integrity and Protection Data Bank (NPDB-HIPDB) and the ADA/CDR Ethics Committee.
New Complaint #2012-01
Motion was made by Terry Compton, seconded by Beth Fontenot and unanimously carried, to request that George Papale file for contempt of court against Catherine Wilbert for continuing to refer to herself as a nutritionist after receiving a court order to cease using that title.
Complaint #2011-09
