Fifth Louisiana Levee District

September 12, 2012

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District held a public hearing at 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA 71282.


Board discussed levying additional or increased millage rates without further voter approval or adopting the adjusted millage rate and rolling forward to a millage rate not to exceed the prior year’s maximum.  No action was needed.


The public hearing was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee.

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Wednesday, September 12, 2012, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, James Kelly, and Jack Varner answered roll call.  

Mr. Minsky advised that without a Board quorum, binding action could not be taken on agenda matters, but Board members present would consider items on the agenda and all actions by those present would be reconsidered and ratified or rescinded at the next scheduled Board meeting.

Visitors included Paul Colquette, LA DOTD; Rick Shelton and Tom Shaw, USACE; and John McKowen, Auditor.

On motion by Commissioner Tiffee, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, the Board approved minutes from the August meeting.  Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for August, on motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for August.

Board heard statements from Fifth La Levee District auditor.  No action taken.

Commissioners approved annual merit increases for all Fifth La Levee District employees due to the suspension of Governor Jindal’s pay freeze on motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee.

On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Varner, Board approved resolution to appropriate rights-of-way needed in connection with the Mississippi River Levees, Black Hawk Levee Enlargement and Slide Repair Project, Baseline Station 144+03.01 to Baseline Station 205+00, in Concordia Parish, Louisiana, per request of USACE, New Orleans District. 

The Board considered permit request from Day Dream Resources, LLC seeking permission to lay three lines crossing the Mainline Mississippi River Levee near Levee Station 9546+00 in Concordia Parish.  On motion by Commissioner by Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, the Board approved request subject to USACE and DOTD review.
The Board heard Public Comment.  No action taken.
Due to the lack of a two-thirds vote, the Board tabled resolutions concerning tax millage and agreed to hold an executive session on Thursday, September 20, 2012, at 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, Louisiana  71282 to set Levee District’s 2012 tax millage for East Carroll, Madison, Tensas, and Concordia Parishes.

There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee.
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
